Mr. Joe Reid (St. Catharines): Madam Speaker, about
80,000 tonnes of toxic chemicals were left to leak into Lake
Ontario under the terms of a secret agreement entered into by
Hooker Chemical and Plastics Corporation with the Stite of
New York and the United States government, which agree-
ment is now approved by a United States district court judge,
all this leaving the Environment Canada officials and citizens’
groups on either side of the Niagara River in a shocked and
outraged position. I therefore move, seconded by the hon.

That the Minister of the Environment initiate some positive action, even as far
as taking legal proceedings, so as to protect the water quality of Lake Ontario
and particularly so as to ensure that this court ruling is not a precedent for the
cover-up of other chemical dump sites.
