Huerta Has Falled .
‘“As a consequence -a condition of Affairs
now exists in Mexico avhich has made it
dovbtful whether even the most elomen-
tary and fundamental rights either of her
own people or of -the citizens of other
countries resident within her tervitory
can long be successfully safeguarded, and
ich threatens, if long continued, to im-
s the interests of peace, order and
tolerable Jife in the lands immediately to
the south of us. Even i the usurper had
succeeded in his purposes, in spite of
the constitution of the. republic and ths
rights of its people; he would have set
up nothing but a precarlous and hateful
power, which ‘could have lasted but a Ifit-
tle while, and wnose eventual downfall
wollld have left the ccuntry in a more
deglorable condition than ever. But he
has not succeeded. He has forfeitad the
respect and the moral support even of
thote who were at one time willing to
see him succeed.
Gradual Isolation
“Little tgymtle he has been completely
isclated. a little every day his power
ana prestige are crumbling and th: col-
lapse is not far away. We shall not, 1
believe, be obliged to alter our policy of
watcehful walting. And then, when the
end comes, we shall hope to see constitu-
tional order restored in distressed Mexico
