On her last eastward trip the Ara-
bic arrived in Liverpsol on Aug. 6
from New York.

Following the receipt of a cable=
gram aunouncing her safe arrival. the
bureau of combustibles of New York
City allowed the fact to becorne known
that two sticks of dynamite had been
discovered on board the liner on July
27, the night b2fore ghe sailed from
New York for Liverpool.

The Arabic was under British regis-
iry at the port of Liverpool. Uunder
normal conditions she could make not
more than 16 knots an hour. Tiis
would make her not dillicult of attack
by speedy German submarines. Site
sailed from Liverpool at 3 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon,

The White Star Company state that
the total number of persons on board
was 423, made up of 132 second cabin
paseengers; 48 in steerage and 243
members of the crew.

Fastnet, off which the Arabic was
torpedoed lies close to the lane of
steamship traffic between England and
America. It is about 40 miles west
of Old Hecad of Kinsale, near which
the Lusitania was sunk. German sub-
marines have been active in these
waters since the declaration by the
German Government in February of a
naval zone arouni the British Isles.

the board of trustees. The quotations
were very satisfactory.”

Mr. Burroughs: “I gave all the orders
for material to Mr. Blackmore and I
think he has no cause to complain.”

Work on Drains.

Regarding the work on drains in the
new building, considerable discussion
arose. Geo. Prior asked for the figures
quoted by the contractor, both by con-
tract and by day labor. J. Wilcox said
in reply that the contract price was
$185.00 and the day labor estimate
was $37.70. “We had the work done
by day labor.”

J. Wilcox described the imperfect
state of the drains and the sump holes.

School Trustee, Duncan Hood, also
took exception to the new drains,
“They are not working properly and
the new basements are in an un-
sanitary condition,” he said.

Report Shows Marked In-
crease in Exports Over

July.
IMPORTS FALL AWAY
Business of Last Four Months

Was Very Satisfac-
tory.

By a Staff Reporter.

OTTAWA, Aug. 19.—The volume of
Canadian trade for July shows a mark-
ed increase over the same month last
year, $100,000,000, as compared with
$93,000,000.

The most satisfactory feature of the
report is the increase in the domestic
and foreign exports. Domestic exports
for July amounted to $45,600,000, and
foreign goods exported from Canada
$16,000,000. In July last year they
amounted to $41,000,000 and $8,000,000.

Eleven ¢gnillion dollars’ worth of ani-
mals and animal products were ex-
ported, which was an increase, Manu-
factured goods exported were $12,500,-
000, as against $5,800,000 a year ago.

There is a falling off in the imports
of merchandise entered for consump-
tion. Last month they were $36,000,000,
as compared with $42,000,000 a yesr
ago.

The total Canadian trade for the
first four months of the fiscal Year
shows a large increase, amounting to
$371,000,000, as compared with $306,-
000,000.
