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know and admit that national point of Honour is

a valuable poflcflion, and though I admire and

do juflice to the gallantry with which it was de-

fended ; yet I think in the prefent fituation, in

the prefent great want of Refources, and great

need for them, a Miniftcr would be honourably

unpopular by difpoiing of Gibraltar to the beft

advantage.
