Week From Southern Points
—~Canadian Outlook.

On the wholesale fruit market these
days the outstanding feature ls undaubt-
edly the very large shipments of southern
strawberries. arriving from day to aay
and largely in excess of former years,
while the quality is for the most part ex-
cellent and the price, considering every-
thing, reasonable. x

., "The receipts on the wholesale market
will, average over two carloads a day,
said Charlie Dawson of the Uawson, wi.
Hott Co. and on Mondays four cars. The
great bulk of this 18 of course consumed
in the city, .tho some part is shipped to
outside points. :

The Delaware strawberries are perhaps
the finest varieties arriving on the To-
ronto market these days, tho they come
from Terinessee, Virginia and other
states. The variety known as the
“Aroma” is regarded as the best, tho
other good kinds come in. Yes the qual-
ity is.good and the price may be said to
be reasonable. Wholesale prices are
quoted from 130 to 1fc per box.”

T to Canadian products, Mr.
Dawson said that large consignments of
asparagus were coming on the city mar-
ket grown for the most part at local out-
side places, as Burlington, Bronte and
nearby  points and. that the selling price
was about $1.25 a basket, two dozen to a
basket., This is a big drop within the
last few days. He further stated t
from reports recelved from the Niagara
Peninsula there was likelihood of a pretty
&ood all round crop of all kinds of fruit.
Canadian strawberries ought to be an
especially fine crop as regards sample,
tho the supply might be somewhat re-
stricted, owing to the: very dry summer
of 1911 and the fact that the acreage ls
sald to be less. It looked as tho peaches
would be il right and. apples probably
&n average crop.
