There Was Plenty of Hot Talk at the
City Council Yesterday.

Little or No Attemtion Was Paid to the
Complaint of the Lord’s Day Alllance—
Ald Boustead Scores the Mayor Roundly
and the Mayor in Turn Gave Him the
Lie, but His Worship Was Called
Down-— Candidates Squabble Once More
~The Sunday Car Matter Goes to &
Committee. |

There was an air of suppressed excite-
ment In the Council Chamber yesterday af-
ternoon, as the members took their
seats, The side benches were filled
with a number of clergymen, who were
present in opposition to the Sunday car
service, among them being: Revs.

THE MAYOR'S MESSAGE.

The Mayor then read his message, which
reviewed the progress of the mnegotiations
with ‘Mr. Bertram and commended the ar-
rangements made between them, a8 publish-
ed in the correspondence, as  perfectly
satisfactory to himself personally, and he
had no hesitation in n-coxnmendl'ng the
council ‘to accept the conditions, The im-

rtance of a rauwniy service to the Is-
and and the beneficial result it would have
upon ‘the city’s property was dwelt upon
and’ ‘the opinloy’ expressed that it was
wholly wrong for the city’'s own property
ou the Island to be separated . from .the
niainland and for the people to be depend-
ing upon a private service with a ten-cent
fare as a means of access to their own pro-
perty. There was no provision in the
agreement of 1891 for an Island railway
service, and no opportunity had since been
afforded to force the company to concede
the extension of their tracks to the Island
and the operation of the rallway thereon
at a single fare. This he contended would
enable the working people by the thou-
sands to flock to the Island during the
summer months, owing to the low fare,
and thus secure the great advantage from
the Island Park, which mature intended the
people to have, It will also materially en-
hance the value of the city property, lots
that are lying vacant now will be built
upon and the city will recelve an immense
increase in ground rent and taxes. The
railway tracks could be located wherever
the council desires; the Mayor's impression
being that it should be at the rear of the
lots, so as not to affect the beauty, attrac-
tiveness or safety of the Island. The ac-
ceptance of the street railway system for
the Island had nothing to do with the
The two pro-
positions have no connection, other than
that His Worship had laid it down that
the company must accept the Island as
part of their system, before he would per-
sonally consent to allow a Sunday car
agreement to be voted upon by the people.

LORD'S DAY ALLIANCE PROTEST.

A letter was read from A. E. O'Meara,
Secretary of the Ontarlo Lord’s Day Al-
liance, as follows:

“] am instructed by the Executive Com-
mittee of the Toronto Branch of the On-
tario Lord’s Day Alliance to advise you
that the committee most curnestly protest
against the proceedings which are pro-
posed to be taken in connection with the
submigsion of the question of Sunday cars,
upor the following grounds:

“First—It is submitted that it Is most
unfair to bring on the matter with such
great haste that the virlous interests in-
volved have no sufficient opportunity of
sending to the Counecil deputations to dis-
cuss the matter.

«Second—It is unfair to the ratepayers
of ‘the city that the Council should, in
this summary manner, propose to hand
over to the Toronto Railway Company the
valuable franchise of operating street cars
on the Island.

«“Third—The Legislature has on two oc-
casions distinetly refused to grant to any-
one the privilege of operating street cars
on the Island, once in 1882, when it re-
fused to pass a bill to incorporate a'com-
pany for that purpose, and again in 1892,
when the City of Toronto united with the
Toronto Rallway Company in asking for a
similar franchise,

AFRAID OI" THE RESULT.

«“Fourth—The committee consider it man-
ifestly unfair to those citizens who are
opposed to Sunday street cars that tne
question should be submitted in such a way
as to complicate it with the matter of the
extenglon of the Street Rallway to the
Island. It is submitted that these two
matters are entirely separate and should
be dealt with separately. As Now propos-
ed to be presented to the people, the so-
called concession on the part of the com-
pany must practically amount to an in-
ducement offered to the voters for the pur-
pose of securing their votes in favor of

cars.
sqnxdlfpy committee also desire me to state
that they hold strongly to their previous-
ly-expressed view that a vote, If taken at
all, should be taken at the time of the
muricipal elections.”

ADVANTAGES OF THE PROPOSAL.

The Mayor, in explanation of the mes-
sage and of the comments in the press
respecting the coneession by the company
to extend their system fto the Island, said
that in 1892 he had tried to make arrange-
mments with the Street Railway Company
t> extend their service to the Island, l‘)ut
they emphatically refused to do so. The
citizens and aldermen might take a differ
ent view if they desired, but he had done
the best he could, and thought he had
made a good arrangement. There was no
desire to rush this thiog through; he was
perfectly willing to allow it to stand until
the people have had time to consider it.
Witk respect to the modification of the
clause referring to the hours of labor, the
proposal was simply to enable the Streef
Railway Company to enjoy the same priv-
ilege in case of necessity as the city had.

Ald. Boustead took the Mayor to task
for the undignified manner in which he
had treated the members.
