Now ‘that the City Council and the
Board of Trade have passed resolutions
favoring the reduction of postage on
drop letters to ome cent they should
Bdopt, an aggressive policy. for bringing
about the proposed reform. The Post-
master-General seems disposed to make
changes in the system wherever such
changes can be shown to be in. the in-
terests of the people. We think it wou}d
not be difficult to make -out a case in
favor of a one-cent postage for drop
detteys. It can be shown that the cost
of delivery, in Toronto at feast, is less
than one cent per letter. A reduction
in the postage would cause a great In-
<reage in the local business in all the
_cities, especially i Tor and Mont-
veal. Many firms who iver their own
letters would use the postoffice if a one-|
cént rate were adopted. The postofiice
should be able to deliver letters cheaper
than anyone else, and the residents of
the cities should. not be subjected to 2
higher rate for delivering -drop letters
than what is necessary to cOver the ex-
pense for the service.
