Mr. Fairbanks Speaks.
This statement was corroborated by Sen­

ator Fairbanks of Indiana, the President 
of the Joint High Commission, who gave to 
The Herald correspondent the following 
Interview: _ „

"It Is true that there Is a feeling among 
those Interested that the Britlsh-Csnadlan 
and American Commissioners will not suc­
ceed in getting together sufficiently to ar­
range a treaty for the settlement of the 
embarrassing questions at Issue, but It Is 
not fair to accuse the United States of be­
ing responsible for the conditions which 
have given rise to that opinion. Canada 
has wanted her own way in nearly every 
pteposition advanced, and has been unwill­
ing to make concessions. In the question 
of the boundary dispute between Alaska 
and the British possessions the Canadian 
Government showed a disposition which 
surprised the United States. Canada admit­
ted that the principle of our proposal was 
correct, but has since pursued a temporiz­
ing policy which is evidently designed to 
lead up to a refusal to agree to the modus 
vlvendl. She has submitted conditions 
which the United States cannot accept, and 
Is showing any except » conciliatory 
spirit.”
