Secretary Stiff read a number of letters
from hide dealers, complaining of the un
satisfactory inspection in Hamilton.

Inspector Davis sald if stricter investiga-

tion was desired the Government should be |

asked to establish a uniform system. He |
was strict.in his inspections last year, with |

the result that omly 16,000 hides passed
through his hands, or about half the num-
ber which passed the year before. 'I‘}w
small country dealers were opposed to rig-
orous inspection,

John A. Brown said that when Davis was
appointed inspector, Hamilton, in the mat-
ter of hide inspection, had a good reputa-
tion, but it had gone down since then to
become 2 laughing stock. Mr. Brown, how-
ever, admitted that last year's Inspection
was better than that of 1808,

Finally it was decided, on motion of Jas.
Turnbull, seconded by W. A. Robinson, to
memorialize the Dominion Goverament to
devise a uniform system of hide Inspection,
and instruct the chief inspector to put it in
operation.
