Gloveless Motormefi May Go Blind.

An. awful fate from a .most peculiar
cause awalts Orte Browne, a motorman on
the Gllbert-avenne electrie line in Cincln-
nati, who lies at his home in terrible agony
and suspenSe awaiting the issune. Unless
the skill of his physiclan prevails and na-
ture lends her kindly aid Browne will .he
blind for the rest of his days. As he. is
only 26 years old, with prospects of a long
life -before him,his feelings may be appre-
clated.

The accldent, iIf such it may be called,
which threatens these dire comsequences,
occurred several days ago when the wea-
ther was extremely warm. Browne was
on his car moving the cross handle on the
motor without his gloves. He perspived
freely and naturally the hands becamne wet
and vemligris was produced on the metal.
As Is well known this is highly corrasive
poison, and as his hand became imprez-
nated with it he frequently wiped his
brow, which was hedewed with perspira-
tion. Several times he also ran the palm
over his eyes, and for the time being felt
no bad effects. Toward night, however,
the lids became badly Inflamed. In the
morning both eyes were practically closed,
the 1ids and sarrounding flesh being red
and swollen. He consulted a physiclan,
who ascribed the condition to a cold} and
gave him a soothing lotion. S8till the In-
tlammation coftinued, and as a final resort
he sent for Dr. A. B. Baker, who by close
questioning succeeded in gaining the clne
to the trouble. The examination revealed
that both corneas are thickly studded with
unlecers, and the operation known as an
eredectomy will have to be performed to
bring him relief.
