He quoted statis-
tics to show that 70 per cent.ofthe
free paijents in the hospitals come from
these poor places, the unsanitary state
of their homes and other surrounding
circumstances being responsible for ail
kinds of disease. Then, again, T0 per
.cent of the charities were for the sama
ctass and 70 per cent, of the eriminals
were also from these people. Jf they
were properly housed this percentage
wruld be greatly reduced all round.
outside of the benefit it would be to
the community at“marge. In that way
alone sufficient money would be saved
to meet any deficit. If the amount
thus saved was not considered enough,
there were ways by which the strong
could be made to bear the burdens of
the weak.

THE H!GHFR GRITICISM.

Rev. Dr, Milligan Continues His
Sermons in 0ld St. Andrew's,

Rev. Dr. Milligan continued his
series of sermons on the higher criti-
cism of the Bible in the ‘Old St. An-
drew’s Church before a crowded con-
gregation last evening. He spoke of the
literature in the Old Testament as
profitable for teaching and bringing
home to man his own unworthiness.
The meaning inferred in it was that
all mankind 'was tarred with the same
stick, barbarian and civilized alike, and
that the word of God was for the pur-
pose of correcting and setting up again
that which had fallen. It taught how
in the midst of trouble to be patient,
and in the midst of pleasure to be seif-
controlled. These qualities in the liter-
ature were the prophetic elements, dis-
tinguished from the priestly literature,
inasmuch as the latter had to do chiefly
with the ritualistic. The Jehovistic
writers before Christ gathered togeth-
er the miyths of that time and arrang-
ed them into literature, purifying tnem
of all heathenish and superstitious ele-
ments and making them into an earth-
en vessel that conveyed to man the

| truth so essential to life everlasting.

Recent writers in their comparison of
religions and their history of them
stated that all religions were purer
at the start, having become waorse in
the lapse of time; but, of course, opin-
ion differed on that score.
