The duty of the telegraph section is

continuous, but consist of a number of
impulses of. current for each signal
forming a musical note in the telephone.
The letters transmitted are formed by
the Morse system of dots and dasSes.

Advantages of the System.

The great advantag:s of the system
for military work are:

(1) The great sensitiveness of the
phone, allowing working with signals
far inferior in power to those required
to work even the most sensitive relay
or sounder.

(2) That the phone never requires ad-
justment, but will respond to the most
powerful as well as the weakest sig-
nal.,

(3) That it can.be super-imposed on
other lines or systems.
