THOUSANDS OF SETTLERS
COMING TO CANADA FROM
- GREAT BRITAIN AND U. S.

| tmmigration to the Dominion Increased by 288 Per Cent in
September—Larger Percentage of New Arrivals Are

Ottawa, Nov. 7.—~Immigration to Can-
ada from all countries increased in Sep-
tember of this year by 288 per cent in
comparison with the same month in
1918. For the first six .menths of the
flscal year the percentage -of increase
of 1919 over the same ‘period last year
was .149.. Nearly all the new arrivals
this year come from the United King-

4 dom and the United States as has been

the case since the outbréak of war in
1914, From April to September, 1919,
the total number of persons from the
United Kingdom entering Canada was
33,697, from the United States, 31,880,
and from other countries, which does not
include Germany, Austria or any coun-

try that fought against the Allies in the
war, only 3,457, making a combined total
of 68,934. Last year in the same six

months the arrivals from the. mother
country totalled but 1,642, from the
United States 23,305, and from other
countries 2,776, making in all 27,723.

During the month of September 2,495
of the settlers from the United States
entering Western Canada brought with
them $609,630 in cash and $286,280 worth
of effects. In September, 1918, 1,098 per-
song from the United States brought
$337,510 cash apd $77.395 in effects.
