MANCHESTER, Eng., April 28.— 
Paulhan. the French aviator, winner 
of the $50,000 prize for making the trip 
from London to Manchester by aero­
plane, was given an official reception 
by the Lord Mayor of Manchester this 
afternoon prior to his departure for 
London. He told the lord mayor that 
he would have been very happy If 
White had arrived at the same time 
he- did.

Paulhan’s actual time officially de­
termined as already given at four 
hours and eleven minutes is consid­
erably less than the average running 
time of the trains from London to 
Manchester and only 41 minutes more 
than the fastest express when cov­
ering the route.

A movement Is on foot to erect a 
npemorial 
Paulhan finished 
of the Frenchman’s superb flight.

When at Polesworth White was told 
of the Frenchman's success, 
mounted the seat of an automobile 
and cried: "Ladies and gentlemen, 
the $50,000 prize has been won by 
Louis Paulhan, the finest aviator that 
the world has ever seen; compared 
with him I am only a novice. Three 
cheers for Paulhan.’’

White was also one of tjie first to 
telegraph congratulations to the rival. 
His message read : "I take the earli­
est opportunity of offering you my 
heartiest congratulations on your 
splendid performance. The better man 
has won.”

White was obliged to descend at 
Polesworth and abandon the race at 
not more than half the 
White, who Is hardly more than a 
novice In the art of aviation, encoun­
tered treacherous wind currents which 
thrice turned his machine around and 
he also experienced trouble with his 
motor.
