NALTERABLY OPPOSED BY SIR WILFRID

Premier Gets Enthusiastic Re-
ception From an Audience of
Five Thousand in Massey Hall
Last Night,

MR. AYLESWORTH MAKES HIS BOW
ROBINETTE AND OTHERS HEARD

On the Vital Issue, therleeraI
Leader Declares Governments
Were Never Intended to Go

Into Railways.

“Magnificent” is the term everywhere
applied to the reception accorded Sir
wilfrid Laurier by his followers in
this stronghold of Conservatism. Not
half of those who desired admission to
Massey Hall were able to get within
the friendly shelter of its portals; but
the persistence of thousands who re-
mained about the building and strug-
gled to get in, hours after the building
was packed to overflowing, was of the
most praiseworthy description.

As an organized demonstration it
compared with the scenes that marked
the visit of Sir Wilfrid to Toronto four
years ago when three large halls could
not contain the crowds. The students
came down in a body, armed with be-
rlbbon’éd canes, and were packed into
the top gallery, where they were given
an opportunity to “let loose.” Now,
nothing pleases the students more than
the chance to vociferate, and they car-
ried out their part of the program sat-
isfactorily.

“It is a strange thing,” said a by-
stander, “how Toronto turns out to
welcome Sir Wilfrid Laurier and then
turns round- and votes for the other

The reflection never was more ap-
propriate than last night when Shuter-
street in front of the Massey Hall was
packed from curb to curb with a surg-
ing mob long before seven o'clock. At
a minute before the hour the main
doors were opened,' and 'in 15 minutes
the hall was ﬁ!led, and the doors clos-
ed, altho no perceptible impression had
been made upon the crowd. At the side
doors which were occasionally opened

the crush was terrific, and yells and
screams and shrieks ascended as the
rushes of the mob brought the pressure
to the rib or corset-breaking point,

There was such a crush at the Vie-
toria-street door, where ticket holders
only ,were admitted, that many prom-
fnent Liberals could not get in. Just
before 7.30 some one from an upper
window saw Hon. John Dryden on the
outside of the crowd and pointed him
out. 'The door was opened, but the
crowd surged against it, and .it. was
fifteen minutes before the minister
could get in. George Anderson, some-
times a Liberal candidate in Toronto,
was thrown out by a dbor policeman
and rescued from the mob by Walter
Boland. Ald. J. J. Graham was in
the same predicament. The door was
then closed for good.

Scene Inside.

Inside the hall the scene was one of
extraordinary exhilaration. The top
gallery appeared to be occupied by
ten legions of students with ribbons
and wands, and the modern incanta-
tions peculiar to colleges. The yell was
performed ad nauseam, and then the
Queen’s Own Band had a chance with
popular airs, chiefly Scotch. “Rule
Britannia” inspired the whole audience
to a magnificent volume of patriotic
song, which melted into a richly har-
monized college song. At 7.30 Mayor
Urquhart came on the stage and met
with a vociferous reception.

Many questioned the wisdom of giving
the whole top gallery up to the students,
who were obviously ‘“out for a lark,”
but the answer is: “They can rouse
‘em up as no others can.” At times the
hall was so noisy that many wished
themselves away. The mayor was some
minutes in the predicament of having
tc bow continuously before the gather-
ing. While the enthusiasm which greet-
ed the mayor was well sustained and
hearty, that accorded Mr. Robinette
was hardly less so. J. Knox Leslie and
other notables were also enthusias!i-
cally greeted.

His introductions were
to the point. Hon. William Paterson
went after Hon. G. E. Foster with a
sharp stick and talked mostly about the
tariff.

Sir William Mulock, as chairman,
expressed his regret that a delay of 15
minutes had occurred in opening the
meeting. “We arrived on uie outside in
time, but the thousands gathered there
delayed us,” he said.  Sir Wilfrid nad
been in Toronto before, and it was
s<atifying that every time he came,
his' welcome was the more demon-
strative. No statesman in the world
occiipied such a dear spot in the hearts
of the people of Toronto. If Tory
Toronto gave such a true welcome 10
the leader of the government, there
was no doubt of the support that
would gollow. He then introduced
Mayor Urquhart, candidate for North
Toronto.

Mr. Urquhart was accorded a cheery
welcome, for which he expressed his
thanks. “What is the chief object of
government?” he asked. ‘It was the
prosperity and general welfare of the
country, and the question arose, 1ad
the Laurier government fulfilled those
ideals? Wae find prosperity on every
hand, and Toronto had tasted, more
than any other place, of this pros-
perity. The postal revenue was an in-
dication of a city's progress, 1nd,
whereas, in 1896, for Toronto, it had
reached $447,000, in 1903 it was over
a million. Perhaps the best evidenge
was the traffic upon local transporta-
tion lines, and the street railway re-
ceipts of 1897 of $1,020,000 last year
had grown to $2,050,000.

“How about the Yonge-streat
bridge?”’ enquired .someone in the zal-
lery, and the mayor replied that for
yearg the- Conservative government
had dallied with just such proposi-
tions, but, under the present govern-
ment, “we will have the Yonge-street
bridge built at the expense of the rail-
way companies.”

7he main armies of Russia and Japan
in Manchuria continue to be en-
gaged in 'a desperate struggle . for
supremacy south of Mukden. Oon
both sides there have been such
losses in Kkilled. and wounded as
mark the contest for one of the
bloodiest battles in history. Already
the losses at Liaoyang have beea
approximated, and the indications
are that they will be exceeded, that
of the Russians up to noon of Oct.
14 being estimated at 15,000. The
Russian advance has been converted
into a stubborn hard-fought retreat.
The result, according to the Rus-
sians, is still to be determined. The
reports from the Russian left wing
are lacking, leaving room for ques-
- tion if that part of Gen. Kuropat-
kin’s army is not in worse extremity
than the centre and right were at
any stage of the battle. On beoth
gides the soldiers have shown the
utmost tenacity and bravery, and
whole regiments have gone downf
before the fire of the enemy. In
official circles of St. Petersburg
there is a disposition to argue that
even should Gen. Kuropatkin be
obliged to retire upon Mukden his
position will be quite as favorable
as it was when the order to advance
was given on Oct, 6, and that on
the other hand the Japanese powers
of future resistance will have been
materially weakened. There is no

RUSSIANS LOSE HEART,

St. Petersburg, Oct. 15.—(2.30 am.)—
The great feeling of concermn which ex-
ists in high circles in the Russian capi-
tal to-night by no means equals the
foreboding of coming disaster pervad-
ing the general public, which is in-
dulging in the deepest pessimism. In
the absence of official news, the public
is being fed on the wildest rumors of
defeat suffered by Gen. Kuropatkia to-
day. The fact that no word regarding
the battle has been officially given out
only confirms the popular. feaf. The

explanation offered that to-day was a
holiday does not suffice to allay the
apprehension. &
Gen. Kuropatkin's report of the re-
sult of the day's operations has reach-
ed the emperor at Tsarkoe Selo, but it
had not been returned here before the
war commission, which sat only until
9.30 o’clock, adjourned. The emperor
himself is represented as being bitter-
ly disappointed, and spending hours
with his cabinet, studying out with
the help of his military aides the re-
ports of the battle. The general staff,
however, by no meéans despairs. Tho
admitting that the tide the last two
days has been against Gen. Kuropat-
kin, the general staff says the battle is
not yet over, and that in any event
there is no question of disaster. The
depressing feature is thdt every one
is willing to believe the worst. Thus
reports from Tokio and elsewhare
stating that the Japanese are advanc-
ing and the Russians falling back are
accepted with faith, based upon the
previous Russian retreat.

The probabilities are that the losses
on both sides will be about equal. De-
spatches from the front give a wvivid
picture of the desperate character of
the fightag along the whole line. The
Russian plainsmen have been again
forced to engage in-hill fighting, which
{s little to their liking. There have
been desperate and repeated assaults
on almost inaccessible positions, which
which leave no questica of the resolu-
tion and gallantry of the Russian
forces. Guns have been captured and
recaptured in fierce hand to hand
fights.
