Boston, April 18.—From Washington this 
afternoon comes the information that the 
president eent to the Senate today the 
nomination of Major Guy Murchie of this 
city to be United States marshal for the 
district of Massachusetts, to succeed Gen­
eral Charles K. Darling, resigned. This 
is understood to be a personal appoint­
ment by the president, in which Senators 
Lodge and Crane acquiesced.

The appointment of Captain Murchie as 
successor to General Darling was not Un­
expected at the Federal Building. His 
name has been mentioned favorably since 
General Darling sent his resignation to 
Washington. Both the retiring marshall 
and Chief Deputy Marchall Morse look 
upon the choice of Captain Murchie as ex­
cellent, and they say he will make an effi­
cient United States marshal. It is ex­
pected that the new appointee will be 
ready to take up his new duties in about 
ten days. About week is required for 
the confirmation of the appointment by 
the Senate.
