Jo00d Attendance at Laymen’s
\ Missionary ConferenceWhich
‘Opened This Morning.

*The conference in the interest of the
Layien’s Missionary movement held in
8t. John’s Church school room this mora-
ing was well attended and some very In-
teresting and eloquent addresses were
heard from J. Campbell White, of New
York; W. Rowell, K.C, of Toronto;
Rev. W. T. Stackhouse, of Winnipeg and
Rev. W. V. Higgins, of this city; T, 8
Simms and J. Hunter White. The meet-
ing opened at 9:30 and continued till 12.30.

Mr. Simms presided and opened the
meeting with scripture reading.  After
s short prayer, the first speaker, J.
Campbell White, was introduced. He ex-
plained that the conference idea was a
new one in connection the Laymen's
Missionary movement. It had been
thought that the plan would be more
beneficial and better results would be
obtained than from a series of addresses.
The idea was to ‘have an interchange of
views so that the best method for push-
Ing the movement might be arrived at.
The conference held recently in Nova Sco-
tia were, he said, of an experimental na-
ture. There would be no cut and _drled
speeches but a subject would be intro-
duced and views exchanged. He referred
to the great sweep {he Laymen’s Mis-
sionary movement was making over the
entire North American continent. 1t was
spreading with a great force that could
not be staged. He spoke of the work be-
ing done for the movement in Canada by
W. Rowell, K. C., of Toronto, the Cana-
dian general chairman and called upon
that gentleman to speak on “What is the
Church’s Interpretation of the Great
Commission of Jesus Christ.”

Interparliamentary Union
Meeting in Berlin Today
is Grappling With a Weigh-
ty Subject.

Serlin, Sept. 17.—The Inter-parliamentary
unicn, comaposed of representatives of nine-
teen of the world’s parliaments, met to-day
in the chamber of the reichstag to discuss
anew the peace of the world and how to
maintain it through arbitration. Frederick
Passy, who, with Randolph Cremer, of Eng-
land, founded the union twenty years ago,
gat on the platform next to the German Chan-
cellor Prince Von Buelow. :

In addition ts the chancellor, nearly all
ihe members of the Russian and imperial
tabinets were in the ministerial seats.
y after the meeting had been called to order
‘rince’ Heinrich Von Scoenach-Carolatd was

nanimously elected president.

Chajrman Mann, of the investigating
committee asked Mr. Jones if, in his opine
ion, the pulp wood supply is amply suffis
cient for a most indefinite period. Mr.i
Jones replied by saying that in Maine the.
