15 POOR METHOD

Writer Says Greatest Pitch-
ers Were Always Fast-
Working.

“Take your time.” In .recent years
that has become a big league slogan,
particularly as to pitching, says Billy
Evans.

A majority of major league man-
agers have been working on the theory
that the pitcher who works slowly is
certain -to be the more successful. Yet

it is an easy matter to offer proof
directly to the dontrary.

The theory of "the “take-your-time”
system on the part of the pitcher is
that the delay upsets the batter, throws
him off his stride.

Working on the batter through dila-
tory methods is possible in many ways.
First the pitcher, after rubbing the ball
with his hands, walks around the rub-
bers before getting on same, prelimin-
ary to receiving the signals. After the
pitcher gets on the rubber the catcher
gets in his “dirty work” by b%—."g very
tardy in giving the signal for the pitch.
In the meantime the batsman, standing
in the box, is in anything bit a pleas-
ant state of mind. He fusses over the

the tardy methods.

The baseball fans
like action and never have approved of
dilatory methods on the ball field. In
the American League,
dragging to such an extent that Presi-
dent Johnson took the matter into his
own hands.

methods have the same effect on his)
fielders. It is a well-known fact that
the fielding is invariably better back]
of a fast-working pitcher. The fielders
seem to absorb the “pepper” of the
pitcher. One need only look over the
records to get the proof that the great-
est pitchers are almost always fast-
working twirlers. The great Walter
Johnson, Grover Cleveland Alexander,
in fact a great majority of the out-
standing pitchers of the game, are fast-
working. Looks as if the managers have
been “booting” one from several angles
with the “take-your-time” theory.

CHAMPION WINS

| Peter Moeskops Defeats Al-
fred Grenada in Two
Straight Heats.

Peter Moeskops -of Holland, world’s
bicycle champion and holder of the
title for the last four years, demon-
strated that he was a real champion
when, in his first appearance of the
season at the New York Velodrome
this week, he defeated Alfred Grenda,
Tasmanian star, in the two straight
heats of a two-thirds-mile match

race.

A crowd of 18,000 fans, the largest
that has ever witnessed a bicycle race
at the New York track, and the big-
gest gathering for a bike event since

the champion win.

The fans arrived early and before
the races started it was necessary -to
close the bleacher’s gates, and shortly
after that the door at the pavilion en-
trances ‘were closed. Thousands of
fans were turned into the infield and
saw the races sitting on the benches
that are used for the fights when held
at the Velodrome. The band stana
was another place of vantage and that
was packed with fans. A tie-up on
the subway held the crowd, but_when,
the block was lifted the fans stormed
the bicycle saucer. Special police and
Velodrome attaches had to keep the
crowd in_the infield off the track.

Moeskops just played with his Tas-
manian rival and won as he pleased.
Moeskops delayed his sprint so long
in the opening heat that many of the
fans thought Grenda was going to
win out. Moeskops followed Gr('m]:l|
every inch of the way and did not
make his 'bid until the last fifty yards,
when he sprinted around Alfred and
raced home a winner by a length. Moes-
kop’s time for the distance was 1.59.

Grenda tried to outgeneral Moes-
kops in the second heat. Two laps
from home while the riders were ped-
alling slowly, Grenda jumped away
and opened up a lead of forty yards.
