BELIEVE  WAHABIS
HAVE TAKEN MECCA

If Holy City is Not Yet Cap-
tured Its Fall §eems
Imminent.

London, Sept. 20—While the Moslem
world is anxiously awaiting confirma-
tion of the report that Mecca has been
captured by the Wahabis—fanatical
Mohammedan Puritan reformers who
held the Holy City for a few years at
the beginning of the nineteenth century
—what little news is reaching the out-
gide world by way of rumor Suggests
that the report is likely to be true.

King Hussein, who during the great
war made Mecca the capital of his new
kingdom of the Hedjas, is reported by
the Daily Chronicle’s Cairo correspon-
dent to be retreating with hls scanty
forces of Hashamites to Jeddah, the
port of Mecca. The belief is held, ac-
cording to this correspondent’s des-
patches, that Hussein’s allies have fail-
ed to attempt to recapture Taif, which
the Wahabis seized recently. Posses-
sion of Taif is of the greatest fmport-
ance to Mecca, because it is from there
the capital recelves most of its food-
stuffs. The tribes between Mecca and
Taif are stated to have refused to help
Hussein, whose safety, according to
current reports, is in danger.

Sensation in Cairo.

Even if Mecca is not yet actually in
the hands of the Wahabis they appear
to be seriously menacing it. If they
capture and hold the city, it is sup-
posed that the famous pilgrimages will
cease, as the Wahabis vehemently. op-
pose and frequently try to prevent the
pilgrimages, regarding them as equiva-
Jent to idolatry.

The Chronicle’s correspondent says
that the rumors of the fall of Mecca
created a sensation in Cairo and are
causing a stir throughout Islam. Reu-
ter's Cairo correspondent reports that
news concerning Mecca is scarce, but
taht the position of the city ls° be-
lieved to be critical, the civillan evacu-

ation having already started and the
seat of government transferred to Jed-
dah. A ‘battle outside the walis of
Mecca is thought to be imminent.

WANT APPEAL FROM
WORLD COURT T0
LEAGUE OF NATIONS

British Dominions Fear Im-
migration Problem May
be Forced.

STATE SOVEREIGNT

Japanese Deny Desire to
Commence War Before
Being Attacked.

(Canadian Press Cable)

Geneva, Sept. 29.— Grave
international problems are be-
lieved to have been released
through the Japanese demand at
the League of Nations discus-
sions for an amendment to the
proposed protocol of arbitration
and security. Many of the dele-
gates are of the opinion that the
whole question of racial equal-
ity has been thrown definitely
before the world by the Japan-
ese aendment which touches
upon a state’s sovereign rights,

|and that Japan will continue to

insist through the League of Na-
tions for revision of international

law.
British Doipinions Anzxious

This revision would provide that
matters, now deemed to belong ex-
clusively to the internal jurisdiction of
4’ state, may occasionally and right-
fully -be the subject of world-wide con-
cern, demanding treatment on the
. broad basis of equity.

The delegates from the British do-
minions, especially Australia and New
Zealand, are showing anxiety over the
outcome of the Japanese amendment

because they fear that the immigra-
tion problem may be forced before t
council of the League for consideratign
if the amendment is accepted. Sir
Littleton Groom, Attorney General of
Australia is president of the sub-com-
mission which is discussing the Japa-
nese amendment today and which will
decide whether to recommend its adop-
tion by the League of Nations com-
mission on arbitration.

The Jap Amendment.

The Japanese amendment is to strike
from the protocol the declaration that
a country refusing an arbitral award of
the world court shall be proclaimed
an aggressor. Japan objects to the pro-
hibition against fighting out a case be-
fore the League of Nations when the
world court has ruled that the issue
involved is purely a subject within the
domestic jurisdiction of the other party
to the dispute and that by inference
there is neither cause for conflict not
for arbitration proceedings.

The Japanese proposal has excited
the apprehension of many delegates
who fear that Japan wants to main’
tain the right to go to war over mat:
ters touching on the sovereignty of a
state without its being attacked by
other members of the ILeague. The
Japanese indignantly refute this in-
sinuation. They contend that a great
injustice could be done to Japan by
setting up a states rights doctrine and
by having this doctrine upheld by the
world court. They insist they merely
want the privilege of further hearings
before the organisms of the League in
order to obtain justice.

The Japanese Contention.

M. Adchie in presenting the Japanese
amendment argued that the most ele
mentary logic and equity prohibited
the League from declaring criminal a
nation that might wish to act in any
precise manner in a case where no real
solution was indicated by the machin-
ery set up by the League. It was quite
inconceivable, he said, that when a dis-
pute arose between members menacing
world peace and good will among na-
tions that no solution should be found.

Then, in the name of the Japanese
delegation, M. Adachi formally pro-
posed the suppression in Article 6 of
the protocol of the sentence which hails
as an aggressor state any country
which ignores a unanimous report of
the Council or ignores a judicial or ar-
bitral decision, declaring that a dis-
pute between stales is founded on a
question which according to interna-
tional law belongs exclusively to the
national competency of one of these
states.

“] appeal not only to vour juridical
conscience,” he declared, “but above all
to your conscience as statesmen. I ap-
peal to your love for the League of
Nations and for the peace of the world. :

1 hope our amsadmeri will encounter
bere if nat unan‘mity, at least an over-
whelming majority.”
