Mr. Warriner is spokesman for the
operators before a sub-committee on
wage contract negotiations which to-
morrow will resume sessions in an ef-
fort to bring the strike to an end. “The
nineteen demands of the miners will all
result in less praduction and more com-
pensation,” he said.”
