The results justified his faith in 
basic slag, which seemed to convert a 
few inches of soil and chalk into profit­
able land.

A dressing of about 800 pounds per 
acre of slag improved the land about 
100 per cent after three years, and the 
herd of stock which could be fed was 
increased by 50 per cent. Not only so, 
but the value of the individual animal 
was considerably more*

His first crop of wheat was sixteen 
bushels per acre, and oats twelve bush­
els, while in 1916—five years after tak­
ing possession—wheat yielded fifty-one 
bushels and oats fifty-seven.
