ANTICOSTI

The Utopia Designed by Henn
Menier, Chocolate King of
France

(Montreai Telegraph)

It is a matter of regret that the in-
teresting experiment of founding a new
Utopia on the Island of Anticosti has
been interrupted by the death of its
owner, Henri Menier. It is possible, of
course, that Mr. Menier may have left
elaborate provisions in his will for the
continuation of his experiment, but in
any case it is hardly likely that the ex-
periment ‘will have the advantage of be-
ing conducted by a man of his unique
personality, warm enthusiasms, and
boundless wealth, Dreamers and the-

orists have been suggesting schemes for}

establishing ideal conditions in this im-
perfect world ever since Sir Thomas
More’s Utopia,” and Locke’s “Constitu-
tion for Carolina,” but it was left for a
business man to bring such ‘a scheme
into existence, and start it on what so
far has been a successful career. It
would be a pity if this interesting and
instructive experiment -were now to be
brought to a halt, and the island pass
into the hands of capitalists whose guid-
ing principle would be the exploitation
of its resources for dividend purposes.

Situated in the Gulf of the St. Law-
rence, and cut off from the mainland
by sixty miles of sea, Anticosti is ad-
mrably placed for the purpose of carry-
ng out  an experiment along the Utopian
lines. The island is about 140 miles
long and 86 wide at the centre. . That
is to say, it is longer than from Montreal
to Quebec, larger than Corsica, the birth-
place of Napoleon, and. almost as large
as Porto Rico. Of its 2,700,000 acres
more than 2,000,000 acres are covered
with valuable forests.

In 1886 the Government of Quebec
conceded the island to an English com-
pany, which introduced a few settlers
and some cattle, both of doubtful qual-
ity, but made no adequate effort to de-
velop the resources of its domain.

Menier Buys It

. Mr. Menier acquired the island in 1895
and at once with characteristic thor-
dughness set about the task of makng
it a model colony. One of his plans was
. to conserve the’' wild life of the island.
In this he met opposition from the
squatters on the ilsand, who regarded it
as their right to slaughter the wild an-
imals, whether native or imported. Af-
ter vainly remonstrating with them, he
was left with no alternative but to eject
them from the island. In this difficult
task, which precipitated a heated con-
troversy, he was supported by the Que-
" bec government. Mr. Menier understood
that the welfare of a community is prim_
arily dependent upon the people who
form the community, and he aimed to
get for permanent settlers law-abiding
and thrifty French-Canadian families.
He expended large sums in the construc-
tion of ports, wharves, a railway, ves-
sels for traffic with the mainland and
for fishing, also in lumber manufacture,
and other industrial enterprises, and he
gave special attention to agriculture and
the introduction of desirable breeds of
horses and cattle.

People ignorant of his plans have ac-
cused him of aiming to denude the is-
land of its forests by selling the wood
for the manufacture of pulp. It is true
that he aimed to make the manufacture
of pulp the principal industry’ on’ the
island, but the members of the Board
of Trade found on their visit to the is-
land this summer that the.conservation
of the forests to afford a perpetual sup-
ply of wood was being carried out upon
ideal lines. Many clearings were plan-
ned, of course. Mr. Menier and his ad-
visers always looked upon Anticosti,
with its fertile soil and splendid clim-
ate, as a rival to Prince Edward' Island
in agricultural possibilities, and he had
started the establishment of ‘model
farms. His plan was to bring honest.
industrious farming families, who had
all the qualifications, but no money to
the island, and supply them with farms
on the metayer or crop-sharing system.
He would sell no land, however, at any
price.

Mr. Menier could not have hoped to
establish himself as a seigneur of the
French colonial type, for seignorial
rights were abolished in Canada in 1854,
and the ownership of land carries with it
no jurisdiction over its cultivators. But
while the people on Anticosti govern
themselves to a large extent, and while
the laws of the Province of Quebec, of
coufse, prevail, it was Mr. Menier who
was the directing genius and final ar-
biter in all matters of development and
administration. Nobody could take up
his residence, or even land, upon the is-
land without his permisison, while as to
general laws, he had shown his author-
ity by prohibiting the introduction of
any intoxicating liquor on the island.
His plans for development were based
on the establishment of co-operative con-
ditions, combined with efficient sanita-
tion, scientific efficiency, model commun-
ities and a happy, healthy and content-
ed population. So far he had succeeded
admirably. But his experiment was
only in its beginnings. What -may ‘e the
fate of Anticosti now that Mr. Menier
is dead no one can tell. But it will be a
loss to the world at large if this unique
experiment is not continued under the
guidance of some one of equally far-see-
it{lg, sagacious, and benevolent disposi-

ion.

Chief Interests are HisChildren

and Agriculture

TRUE BRITISH GENTLEMAN

Admirable as Father—Riding and
Tennis and Shooting His Exer
cise, and He Plays a Game of
Billiards

(London Express)

Interesting and intimate personal de-
tails of the private life and- tastes of
King George are given  with much
frankness by the well-informed writer,
usually Sir Edward Russell, who con-
tributes “From a Club Window” to the
“Liverpool Daily Post.”

The king’s interests, he says, apart
from his state duties, are bound up with
his children and with agriculture.

“So far from being a ladies’ man, as
his father was, one is tempted to say,”
he adds, “that, apart from his wife and
daughter, the king is completely indif-
ferent to the fair sex.

“Nothing during his reign has irritat-
ed him so much as the militant suf-
fragette movement, and he speaks of

so departs from his otherwise invariable
rule of not giving an opinion on con-
troversial topics of the day.

“In private life he is the simplest and
quietest of English gentlemen. By habit
he is inclined to be taciturn, but as it is
not etiquette to address him unless he
first speaks, he is forever breaking his
own tendency to silence.

“He is the most domestic of men, the

in the bosom of his family. It is no
secret that the queen has the main voice
in directing the trend of all the educa-
tion of their children. :

“But it must not be thought that the
king is a domestic cypher. On the con-
trary, he not ounly occupies himself with
every detail about all his offspring, but
when he thinks it right he insists on
having his own way. An example of
this was when he appointed Major Cad-
ogan to the Prince of Wales. This has
immeasurably benefitted the heir-ap-
parent, and was doné on the sugges-
tion of Lord Rosebery, who is the man
{ whom the king privately takes counsel
Iwith.

“The king is the best father in Eng-
land, and he would have been perfectly
happy as a private gentleman bringing
up his children, who come to him with
the utmost frankness and trustfulness
on all oecasions, while he idolizes his
daughter, whe sometimes rather clever-
ly takes advantage of his goodness and
manages to evade the more stern be-
hests of her mother.

“Next to his children, the king best
likes agriculture, but he has practical-
ly no time for this.. He would have
made a capital country gentleman, but
he would never have been an M.F.H,,
for he is' not keen on hunting, and has
not a particularly good seat when rid-
ng. -

No, Interest in Golf

“As he adyances in midle age, though
he has no tendency to corpulence, the
king finds an increasing need for ex-
ercise, which is why he not only rides
every day when in London, but gener-
ally manages to obtain a set of lawn
tennis. Indeed, in the grounds of Buck-
he has often had as
many as half a dozen sets in an after-
noon. He is not a good server, but
is strong when close to the net, though
he moves rather slowly. .

“Golf possesses no interest for him,
and though he once in a way plays a
hundred up at biliards, he can seldom
make a break of twenty. Of course,
his supreme sport is shooting, at which
he excels.

“His Majesty is a most. abstemious
man, not fond of champagne, but as ul
rule drinking a light white wine or
whisky well diluted in Perrier. The
king loves a good English cheese both
at lunch and when he is dining quiet-
ly. He likes a choice, somewhat mild
cigar, and it is not unusual for him to
consume a dozen a day.

“Those around him are well aware
of the obstinate tenacity of his opinions,
and nothing modifies his view of a thing
except on the grounds of public utility.

“He has very. little leisure for read-
ing, beyond what he devotes to study-
ing the daily papers, but when he takes
up a book it is never a novel, but a
volume of geographical exploration, and
he is fond of studying the reports of the

- WILL STARILE WORLD

Discoverer of‘-Radium Announces
That Prof. Rutherford Has
Made Sensational Discoveries in

Radio-Activity

London, Sept. 17—Dr. Emest Ruth-
eriord, F. R. C. S, formerly of McGill,
Montreal, and now of Liverpool -Uni-
versity, is expected shortly to make
some startling- announcements as to
radio ‘activity. Mme. Curie, the discov-
erer of radium, in an interview says that
she spends a great deal of time with Dr.
Rutherfard, professor of physics at the
Liverpool University. She told a re-
porter that Dr. Rutherford was the one
man living who promised to confer some
inestimable boons upon mankind as the
result of her own discovery of radium.

“] would advise England to watch Dr.
Rutherford,” she said, “his work in the
line of radio activity surprised me great-
ly. Great develbpments are likely to
transpire shortly ¢ompared with which
the discovery of radium was only prelim-
inary.” pal .

Dr. Rutherford’ is ‘one of the foremost
authorities on-the ‘subject in the world.]
He was born in“New' Zealand on Augast
30, ‘1871, He reeeived his education in
the colleges of his mative land, then
went to Cambridge, where he graduated
M. A., with first class honors in mathe-
matics and physics in 1898. He con-
tinued his studies and entered upon re-
search work at Cavendish laboratery. He
was accorded high honors by the uni-
versities in New Zealand, Pennsylvania
and Wisconsin in 1906; . at McGill in
1907; at Geissen and Dublin. He de-
livered the Bakerian lecture to the Royal
Society in 1904, was awarded the Rum-
ford medal of the Royal Society in 1905;
the Bernard medal in 1910; the Bressa
prize from Turin Academy of Science
1908, and the Nobel prize for chemistry
in the same year. From 1898 to 1907 he
was the Macdonald professor of physics
at McGill University. After this he
became the Langworth professor and
director of physics in the laboratories of
the universities of Manchester, and is
now the professor of physics in Liver-
pool University.

Among his notable publications are
“Radio-Activity,” -904; “Radio-active
Transformations,” 1906; and many otheg
papers on the subject of Radio-activity.
