Hon. Dr. Pugsley aroused vigorous Lib-
ersl applause by the declaration that the
Union Jack would fly jover Canada until
i the end of time: He Was in hearty sym-
pathy with the principle of the resolution,
but pointed out that there was no statute
i on the subject. If the government passed
a regulation to the effect desired-it would
be necessary to secure enforcement to
make it part of the criminal law. It was
worthy of consideration whether the law
should not be thus amended.

Hon. Mr. Fielding also favored the prip-
ciple of the resolution, but pointed out
that the matter was ond of so much deli-
cacy that it would be wise, before taking
action, to inquire as to the practice of
other nations.’ Ife counselled delay until
the government should 1hake such inquiry.

The second was an international|
commission of inquiry, the third arbitra-

Concerning the first division he said that
the nations had a system by which, when
two were going to war, they would seek
the intervention of a friendly outside na-
tion. In alluding to arbitration the speak-|
er scoffed at the idea that in time of trou-|
ble it would have to be followed up with
military. force. Great Britain and the
United States had distinguished themselves
in the act of arbitration, and since 1874
other nations had followed their lead.

Alluding to the proposed celebration of
the one hundred years of peace, Dr. Try-
on said it would have a dramatic effect
upon the nations of the world, and might
lead the Hague Conference meeting the
following year to adopt a more advanced:
programme than it might otherwise do.
After pointing out the advisability of hold-
ing a* procession representing the various
elements the two countries, the speaket
said something should be done to honor
the memory of men who had contributed
to the cause of peace—King Edward, the
peace-maker, for instance. Then should
be remembered Queen Victoria and Prince
Albert, as they prevented war between
Great Britain and the States by modifying
a despatch prepared by Lord Palmerston
in 1861, which micht have led to war.

In conclusion the speaker said that in
the United States they needed to learn
something of Canadian history. Personally
he had never realized the inspiration ¢
Canadian history until a few years ago,
when his interest in the peace movement
had led him to study the history of this
country. 1

At Calais, at the celebration of the 4th
of July, the citizens invited their Canadian |
cousins from the neighboring town to take |
part, and when the citizens of the Cana-
dian town celebrated their national day
they invited their American neighbors.
At these celebrations, the nat'onal anthems
of both countries were sung, and proceed-
ings were closed by singing “Blessed be
the Tie that Binds.” That was the spirit |
of the celebration of 100 years of peace. 1

At the close of the address, the presi-
dent in a neat speech conveyed to the|
speaker the thanks of the club, and the |
gathering broke up after snging God Savel
The King. ;

OTTAWA CITIZEN HITS
AT PREMIER WHITNEY

(Ottawa Citizen).

Sir James Whitney has joined the ranks
of' those prophets who predict the ruin
of Canadian commerce and the eventual
absorption of the Dominion by the Un-
ited States as certain results of the pro-
posed reciprocity agreement. The Ontario
premier in a long cable to a London news-
paper confidently asserts the consequences
of closer trade relations between this coun-
try and the republic.

There is no doubt considerable personal
opinion and considerable political bias ani-
mate the published forecasts of Canadians
of more or less prominence, as well as
of American and British leaders on the
question at present agitating three coun-
tries. The fact that the application
of the principle now proposed be-
tween the United States and Canada has
in the past proved excedingly beneficial
has been systematically disregarded by
(anadian opponents of the measure, who
insist that changed conditions render ve-
ciprocity at the present time a menace
to this couyntry and a forerunner of am-
nexation, with all such a condition im-
plies. Quite rightly, in view of this con-
ception, Sir James Whitney comes out
in a characteristic 4nd well voiced opposi-
tion to thie contemplated agreement.

But, as The C(itizen has attempted to
point out, forecasts of this nature do uot
appear to be historically substantiated
while; in any event, dogmatism .is to be
avoided. We believe that Canada and.the
United States have' honestly tried to set-
tle many matters in such a way as to
rebound to ‘their mutunal benefit and to
the advantage of the greatest number in
