It is believed that the fire was started
by a fuse in an electric push button be-
coming electrified. The fire was first
seen by a mght watchman and the alarm
‘was sounded at 246 o’clock. Before the
firemen reached the massive structure
atop Capitol Hill, documents, books and
records stored in the assembly . /library
had been destroyed and other deparftments
‘were being threatemed. The oak imita-
tion ceiling of the assembly chamber,
composed of papiler maiche, was partial-
ly destroyed, as was also the famous mil-
Tion dollar stair-case in the west wing.
