Nurses and Doctors Defied Menacing
Arabs, Saving Wounded.

The. heroism of nurses and doctors of
‘he American Zionist medical unit in
saring for the wounded during the anti-
Jewish riots in Jerusalem was described
n New York by Emanuel Mohl of the
Zionist Society of Engineers. He has
just returned from Palestine, where he
was engaged in Zionist engineering and
reconstruction work. He said:

“The riots broke out at 10 o’clock on
Kaster Sunday morning, and within l}alf
in hour the first wounded had been
brought by the nurses and doctors into
‘he medical unit’s hospital.

“] never saw such bravery and devo-
‘ion to duty as these American men and
women displayed. Part of them had to
itay in the hospital to receive and at-
~ .end the wounded. The rest were on
the go constantly for two days, rushing
-hrough the streets in their trucks and
ambulances, gathering up the wounded.”

»ined with their resolute and determined
sourage, protected them. For not once
wvere anv of them molested by the
Arab rioters.

Another common sight, according to
Mr. Mohl, was to see the nurses form-
ing volunteer fire-fighting squads and
pumping water from wells by hand to
extinguish the blazing synagogues which
the Arabs had fired. On several occa-
sions' he saw nurses enter the burning
synagogues and emerge with the sacred
scrolls- of the law.
