PRESENTMENT OF GRAND JURY.
The Grand Jurors for our Lady the Queen 

upon their oath present that they have 
examined the gaol of the Count)' of Oxford, 
and find the same clean and in good order, 
and the prisoners well eared for.

The Jury learns that a fire has lately 
taken place, caused by a defect in one of the 
chimneys to which an iron pipe is attached 
for the purpose of lengthening it. They 
would suggest that some means be taken to 
prevent the recurrence of such an accident, 
either by building brick the whole height, 
or in some other way.

The Jury regrets to find that even with 
the increased accommodation provided for 
lunatics, it does not yet appear to be suffici­
ent, as the gaoler informs us he has one in 
his custody, because room cannot be found 
for him in the asylum at London.

Referring to your Honor’s remarks on the 
subject of assessment, the Jury cannot but 
express its surprise that, if knowing the law 
to be such as your Honor has informed us 
it is, the assessors have ventured so sys­
tematically to disregard its provisions.

It appears to this Jury that there are 
reasons why property should be as- 
at its cash value, the essential point 

in assessment being that all property should 
be put on its fair relative value. Of course 
any change in the plan of assessment should 
be adopted generally, or injustice would be 
done to those making a change. The only 
point on which the jury sees a difficulty is 
on that of statute labor. The law providing 
tliat a certain amount of statute labor should 
be done for each $1,000, if the assessment 
is so materially increased as it would be if 
property is valued at its cash value, more- 
statute laboi u;oy be levied than is neces- 

This, howevtH-, .could be remedied by 
amendment of the Act, if *£ .could not be 

done otherwise.
The Jury congratulate your Honor on the 

fact that only one criminal was in gaol 
awaiting trial at this ppmrt.

Buy a tin box large enough to 
hold bread to last several days, and stock it 
with good bread. Plenty of bread offered 
for sale, half baked and sour, very small in 
size, very large in price. The bread varied 
in price from 1 to4 loaves for 25 cents. Take 
a box or two of condensed milk. Milk was 
offered on the train at 5 and 10 cents per 
pint. Coffee is offered on the trains every 
day at 10 cents a cup ; but tea, being too 
weak a beverage in the opinion of western 
people, is not sold at all. The stoves on the 
cars can be used for cooking, as they are 
kept well supplied with fuel. Meals at the 
depots arc 75 cents. Canned fruits are sold 
at 50c. and 75c. per can. Maple syrup is 
sold in Omaha at 75c. per quart in tins.

Buy fresh meat on the road. Do not 
bring any salt meat, as you will drink all 
the alkali water that is good for health with 
out its assistance. Tilings are very 
Cheyenne. Roast chickens only $1 each, 
and for convenience of travellers, on a very 
small scale, so that it only required one 
man to carry them to the cars. Hard boiled 
eggs were sold to any one wishing dyspej 
for 25c. per doz. I did not see any “ ri 
keys running, ready roasted, through the 
streets, with a knife and fork stuck in their 
hacks crying ‘ Who'll eat me /’ ” Possibly 
they kept out of sight, waiting for the next

Los Angeles, California,
Nov. 24, 1874-

To the Editor cf the Chronicle :
Dear Sir,—Arrived in this place October 

23, and thought I would not write till a 
little information could be gained about the 
country, which, as yet, I have not been able 
to do to any great extent. 1 will give you 
an account of the country I passed through 
on my journey, commencing with Iowa.
1 travelled on the Rock Island ltoad, which is 
well built and very smooth. Most of the sta­
tions are small, but ever)-place has a grain ele­
vator alongside the track. About two years 
ago, the Western States passed laws compel­
ling the R. R. Companies to reduce t-heir pas­
senger tariff" from 5c. to 3c. per mile, whfi’fi 
suits the people, but not the Companies. 
The Companies say they cannot pay ex­
penses on 3c. per mile, but they can pay 
from $25,000 to $40,000 salary to the 
presidents of their roads.

Des Moines is a very dingy, dirty looking 
place of 18,000 inhabitants. It has a tine 
post office, and a few other public buildings. 
There is a horse car road in the cit y, with 
very ancient looking cars. Thinking they 
might have been built when Noah’s sons 
eanjc out of the ark, I looked on the doors 
for the name cf the builder, but time, that 
great destroyer, had rendormi the name in­
visible. They have a steam road mining 
opt into the country, with locomotive and 
cars ou » yery small scale—width of track
2 ieet 6 inches. A large coal mine, a short 
distance east of the city, supplies coal to a 
large extent of country.

There are two Good Templars lodges, one 
twelve and the other fifteen years old. 1 
mention the above, as sonie of the moderate 
drinkers sneer and say that they break down 
in a year or two.

From Des Moines to Council Bluffs, a dis­
tance of 142 nfiles, jkhe places on the road have 
only two or three hundred inhabitants each. 
The land is nice rolling prairie, timber very 
scarce. Land can be bought within a mile 
of Casey (50 miles west ot Des Moines) from 
$7 to $10 per acre from the R. R. Co. 
Water can be obtained by digging a few 
feet. The land is free from brush of any 
description, all ready for the plough.

Council Bluffs is a place of about 12,000 
inhabitants ; the business portion cannot be 
eeçn ffô*n dejwt.
