The
eldest son, Fletcherjis a very brilliant
and remarkably classical young man,
and practices law in Boston; William
Palmer, the other son, is & member of
the senior class of 91, Dartmouth, and
graduates the coming fall. Several sis-

ters also survive him. Judge Ladd and
Mrs. Ladd spent several days inSt. Jobn
last summer and by all whose acquaint-
ance he made here his death will be
sincerely regretted.
