Washington, D.C., Nov. 14.—Ex-Lieut.
stanton, who is regarded as ome of the
hest admiralty lawyers in the country,
makes the following suggestion as a pos-
«ible outcome of the Hawaiian situation:
~A naval officer has a right to disobey
an order which he knows to be illegal,
put he assumes responsibility in so do-
ing. If on trial the order is shown to be
illegal. he cannot be punished; but the
first instinet of an offieer is. to obey an
order and throw the responsibility on his
superior who gave the order. In the
Hawaiian matter President Dole has a
simple way of tying Minister Willis'
hands if he is sharp enough. - All he has
to do.is to hand him his, passports-and
refuse to have anything funther to do
with him. Willis becomes immediately
4 private citizen and cannot legally give
orders to fhe naval officers. It makes
10 difference if another set of creden-
iials is issued to Queen Lilinokalani; the
rrovisional government received recogni-
sion as a de facte gevernment from the
foreign nations, and any act by Willis
.s American - minister to Hawaii after
President Dole had sent him his pass
ports would be illegal. It takes two na-
rions to make a minister. Lord Sack-
villeWest ceased to be British minister
when the state department gave him no-
‘i:"t’,”

A story was spread last night which
wems to have had its origin in the gos-
sip of the Metropolitan club in this city;

McGREEVY AND CONNOLLY.

The Case Opens To-Day—Mr. Osler’s

Address to the Jury.

Ottawa, Nov. 14.—The McGreevy-Cou-
nolly case was called at the eonrt house
nere :his morning:at 10 o’clock, by order
of Justice Rose. B. B. Qsler, of To-
ronto, O'Connor and Hogg, of Ottawa,
represented the Dominion government;
J. K. Kerr, of Toronto, represented the
attorney-general of Ontario, and 8. H.
Blake, Lash and Gemmill appeared for
Connolly, and Agylesworth, of Toronto,
for McGreevy. There was a large at-
tendance. The witnesses who were -out
on bail, Robert McGreevy, Martin P
Conmolly and Cluney, appeared and re-
loased their bondsmen. It took -about
three quarters of an hour to empanel 2
jury, so many were challenged by the
defendants and the crown. The jury
being sworn, Osler addressed them, ziv-
ing a history of the case fnem ihe be-
ginning, pointing -0 Me¢Greevy's connec-
tion with the case, and charging that
both he and Connolly had conspired to
rob the treasury of large sums. It might
be said that the moneys were peid’ for
political purposes; if so that aggravated
the case. It was bad enough for Me-
Greevy to get money out of the treasury
for his own use, but it was a far more
semious offence to use it to corrupt the
public mind. The manipulation of the
cross wall” tenders, which secured the
contract for Larkin, ' Connolly & Co.,
Osler -attributed to'a device of Thomas
McGreevy.

The Wonderful Road Skate.

London, Nov..14.—After numerous suc-
cessful experiments with the pneumatic
road skate in this ity and at Birming-
ham, the idea is beginning to take root
that the bicycle will eventually be suc-
ceeded by this new invention. So suc-
cessful have been the experimental trips
made on the new vehicle, or rather vehi-
cles, for one is strapped to each foot
after the manner of an ordinary skate,
that several prominent bicycle manufac-
rurers-are investigating the subject with
a view 'to buying up the patents and pre-
venting the manufacture of so destruc-
‘ive a competitor. Unlike the roller skate, .
the new appliance has two wheels, plac-
¢d fore and aft, and each one of them
i encireled by “a’pnenmatic tire, A speed
of eight miles an hour fs easily attained,
and a tourist is subjected to none of the
inconveniences to which a bicycle rider
is put when his tire gets punctured on
a sharp rock, as two or three extra tire;s,
or even wheels, can be carriel in one's
coat pocket. The device is said to be
especially adapted to hill climbing, and
the inventor predicts that walking will
hecome a lost art as soon asithe advan-
tages of his skate become known. n
