More Benches for Manual 
Training Centres—Com­

mittee to Investigate.

Toronto, Jan. 6.—Arbitration which, 
according to a statement made by one 
of the commissioners, is costing three 
parties at the rate of $2.60 per minute, 
is in progress at the city hefe here to 
determine what sum the town of Ken­
ora shall pay to the Hudson’s Bay 
Company and the Keewatin Power 
Company for water power on Winni­
peg river expropriated by the town for 
its municipal power and light plant. 
There are four commissioners, each of 
whom received $40 a day at the mini­
mum. Kenora spent originally $17,000 
to determine whether there was any­
thing to arbitrate. The case went to 
the Court of Appeals, which referred 
it to arbitration. The commissioners 
told N. W. Rowell, K.C., to discon­
tinue his line of questions, as the testi­
mony would do no good and the 
session was costing $2.50 per minute 
for each six-hour day. It is pointed 
out that a High Court judge would 
have tried the case for a third of these 
expenses. Added to that any party has 
a right to appeal to the High Court, 
and from there again to the Court of 
Appeal. The two companies expect to 
receive an award not far short of $100,- 
000, while the town looks to pay some 
$1.000.

ReceiviNew Westminster, Jan. 3.—“We are 
working along the line of making the 
asylum farm at Coquitlam, outside of 
New Westminster, a model farm for 
British Columbia and in a way an ex­
perimental farm where the farmers of 
the province may see agricultural op­
erations conducted in the most up-to- 
date manner and where they may se­
cure thoroughbred stock to improve 
their strain at moderate prices.” This 
was the statement made by Hon. Dr. 
Y oung, provincial secretary and min­
ister of education, during his visit a 
few days ago.

“We have no idea of starting a series 
of experimental farms in the province,” 
■said Dr. Young, 
looked after by the Dominion govern­
ment. The idea which I am endeavor­
ing to work out is rather to establish 
a model farm with thoroughbred stock 
for the assistance of the farmers, 
got the idea when I was east last year 
where I found it working out very 
well near Montreal in connection with 
one of the colleges associated with Mc­
Gill university. There they had thor­
oughbred stock of every description 
from chickens to cattle and horses, 
which the farmers were able to secure 
cheaply and thus improve the strain 
of their own stock. I believe the same 
scheme will work out very well here 
and Mr. Hodson is in accord with the 
idea.

"We have now under consideration 
a suggestion of sending an experienced 
man east this winter to select a herd 
of cattle for this farm. We have de­
cided on Holsteins as being a good 
combination of milch and beef cattle 
and all that remains is to decide 
whether the herd will be secured in the 
west or selected in the east. At the 
present time we have some excellent 
Clydesdale horses which have carried 
off many prizes both at the Seattle and 
Victoria shows. In any event it is our 
intention to stock this farm with the 
best thoroughbred stock to be pro­
cured.

“At the next session of the House 
I intend to ask for an appropriation 
of $25,000 for the purpose of erecting 
permanent buildings at the asylum 
farm apart from the main buildings 
being erected. This sum, If granted, 
will be used to build a dwelling for 
the superintendent of the farm, mod­
ern stables and other buildings neces­
sary for the carrying out of the work 
on the farm. The work on the main 
building is progressing/satisfactorily, 
and I think we will have good results. 
On the farm we have now 250 acres 
ploughed and 460 acres cleared, and 
next summer farming operations will 
be conducted on a .much larger scale 
than this year.”

The matter of appointing permanent 

teachers on the city staff for the pur­
pose of doing substitute work was de­
cided upon last night by the board of 
school trustees at their regular meet­
ing held in the city hall. Mrs. Trustee 
Jenkins presided in the absence of 
Chairman Jay and there were present 
Trustees McNeill, Christie, Riddell, Mc­
Intosh, Superintendent Paul and the 
secretary.

In introducing the subject Trustee 
McNeill showed that by making ap­
pointments of four permanent teach­
ers to do the work there would be a 
saving to the city of $255, and that 
the work would be done much better 
as they would get properly certificated 
teachers. The saving would be made 
because the department of education 
paid a sum of $460 towards each per­
manent teacher while they paid noth­
ing towards a casual substitute.

Mr. McNeill said he had talked the 
matter over with the principals of the 
schools and they had stated they con’d 
find plenty of work for the teachers to 
do when not substituting. Of the 
eighteen teachers who had done sub­
stituting during the past year only 
eight were certificated and those eight 
were not now available. He suggested 
that one should be attached to South 
Park, North Ward, Boys’ Central and 
Girls’ Central, respectively.

The motion to appoint four teachers 
was seconded by Trustee Riddell, but 
Trustee Christie thought three substi­
tute teachers would be sufficient.

Superintendent Paul said that he had 
recommended four because that many 
were required. If, however, they de­
cided not to appoint so many they 
could still appoint temporary outside 
substitutes if required. He showed 
how useful they would be in helping 
in the crowded rooms. At the North 
Ward, he said, there were not less than 
fifty pupilri in any room and the two 
primàry classes had sixty pupils each. 
In South Park school the lower rooms1 
had 55 pupils each. Miss Sweet was 
already employed in the way suggested 
and her work was very satisfactory.

It was then decided to advertise for 
assistant teachers with not less than 
a second class standing, at a salry of 
$600 a year.

A letter was read by Manuel Train­
ing Superintendent Dunnell, which re­
commended the placing of four addi­
tional benches in each centre in the 
city in ordef 'to avoid the breaking up 
of classed. A discussion arose as to 
the advisability of securing these in 
Victoria,, or buying in the East, and it 
was finally left to a committee to re­
port on the cost of the home made 
benches. All. were agreed to securing 
the extra benches but the questions 
that arose were how and when?

The board decided to continue Mrs. 
Wheeler’s salary during her illness.

Some other detail work was attended 
to before the board adjourned.

Victoria Trades and Labor Council a 
very interesting report was presented 
by the legislative committee in respect 
to systems of municipal government. 
After having made full enquiry into 
the experience of various cities on the 
continent of America they had come 
to the conclusion that the system in 
operation at Des Moines, Ohio, was by 
far the best of any that they had in­
vestigated.

An interesting constitutional point 

was raised before the Court of Appeal 
yesterday afternoon by Stuart Hen­
derson, ex-M. P. P„ Ashcroft, in 
serve case granted in the cause of Rex 
vs. Robert Dalker and William Chin- 
ley, under sentence of death for the 
murder of an Indian woman named 
Agnes, near Quesnel, in July last.

This point, which was only one out 
of several objections taken by counsel 
for the accused to the trial proceed­
ings, is that the whole assize presided 
over by Mr. Justice Morrison at Clin­
ton last fall was irregular, in that no 
commission of assize was issued or 
read, as required by common law. He" 
contended that the provincial act abol­
ishing commissions of assize was in­
effective as to criminal cases and un­
constitutional as affected criminal pro­
cedure. The commission was always 
read at the opening of an assize in 
the Old Land, and to do away with it 
here a federal statute would have to 
be enacted.

Chief Justice Macdonald got in a rub 
at his former colleague in the legisla­
ture by asking him if he desired to 
draft such a statute.

“I have no desire to touch on that 
for I am through with politicos for the 
time being,” replied Mr. 
laughingly.

To-day Mr. Henderson took up 
number of other points, chief among 
them being the woman’s ante-mortem !

The committee suggested that the 
following questions be submitted to 
all candidates for municipal office:

Do you favor the introduction of a 
system of civic government embodying 
the following features:

1. Mayor and council of four or six 
elected for a term of at least two 
years.

2. All to be elected from city at large.
3. All or any of them to be subject 

to recall on petition of a percentage of 
voters, say 25 per cent.

4. All the city’s business to be di­
vided into departments, each depart­
ment to be under the control of one of 
the aldermen or the mayor, who will 
consult the rest of the board when 
necessary on the more important un­
dertakings. The mayor and aldermen 
to give as much of their time as may 
he necessary to properly do the busi­
ness, having regular hours set apart 
for this purpose.

5. The salaries of mayor and al­
dermen to be placed at figures suf­
ficient to adequately pay them for their 
work.

6. All franchises to be subject to 
referendum, and contracts of any sum 
above $200 to be subject to tender.

7. Th evoters to have the power to 
initiate any by-law they may desire 
on presentation of a petition embody­
ing the by-law and signed as a suit­
able percentage of the voters, say ten 
per cent.

7. The voters to have the power to 
exercise the referendum on by-laws on 
presentation of a petition signed by a [ 
proper number of the voters, ten per 
cent.

In the discussion which followed It 
was pointed out that a system such as 
pioposed could not be put in operation 
unless the British North America Act 
were amended. The Dominion Trades 
and Labor Congress will be asked to 
bring the matter before the Ottawa 
House preliminary to asking for legis­
lation in the Imperial arliament.

Vancouver, Jan. 6.—Buyers repre­
senting 165 lumber yards in Albertar 
Saskatchewan and Manitoba are eith­
er in Vancouver to-day or have been 
in the city within thé past few days for 
the purpose of purchasing and ac­
quainting themselves with the condi­
tions of the manufacturing end of the 
lumber business.

A large manufacturer of lumber in 
Vancouver stated yesterday that the 
outlook for heavy exportation of lum­
ber to the prairies during 1910 is ex­
cellent. The lumbering industry on 
the coast has never been, according to 
this authority, in better condition 
than it is to-day, stocks in the mills 
being about half what they were this 
time last year, and the demand is 
much better than was the case twelve 
months ago.

Lumber manufacturers on the coast 
are expecting a general stiffening of 
the market in March and April, and 
while there may be no general ad­
vance in the price of lumber, increases 
are looked for in certain grades 
which some mills are at present long 
on. When they have worked their 
stocks down, advances will naturally 
occur.

; women wereWashington, D. C., Jan. 6.—A state­
ment by the bureau of immigration 
shows that during the year ending 
June 30th, 1909, out of a total of 751,-
