Insurgents. oi win rosi V. :dAccording to statistics published in 
the last issue of the United States 
Railroad Gazette, the gross earnings 
of the Hill railway systems for the 
year 1905 reached the hùge total of 
$160,222,020, an increase of $29,0000,000 
in four years. The figures show that, 
in spite of the increase in mileage, the 
increase per mile in the earnings is 
$1,450.

The Wall street Journal, New York, 
says:

“The increase in Northern Pacific’s 
gross earnings the first nineteen days 
of December was $418,000 over the same 
period last year.

“President Elliott is authority for 
the statement that Northern Pacific is 
producing an average of 40 miles a 
day out of its equipment, or nearly 
three times the average daily running 
service of a box car on several of the 
eastern roads at this time.

“Vice-President 
charge of traffic, says business is still 
at top notch. The blizzard early in 
the season stopped., loading two or 
three days, but had no lasting effect 
on traffic. The wheat crop has been 
about half moved. Mr. Hannaford 
sâys the quality of the immigration 
has been unusually good, most of it 
coming from eastern states. Northern 
Pacific is making no bid for Europeans.

“Northern Pacific" has an order of 
3,000 box cars and 500 coal cars with 
steel settings in wooden frames.

“There has been spent during 1905, 
$10,000,000 in extensions and improve­
ments and equipment. This amount 
has been divided about evenly be­
tween the capital and expense ac­
counts. This year about half as much 
more will be similarly spent and pre­
sumably similarly divided. It is un­
derstood that present plans for Nor­
thern Pacific call for an outlay of $20,- 
000,000.

“Northern Pacific has sold none of 
its lands the past year, having taken 
its lands off the market after it sold 
the last large block to a syndicate. But 
land sales along its lines in 1905, ac­
cording to Land Commissioner Cooper, 
were twice as large in cost and almost 
twice as large ik acreage as in 1904. 
The most activity was in North Da­
kota, with Washington a close second.

“It is stated that with the comple­
tion of the North Yakima & Valley 
railroad, the Northern Pacific will 
have a straight line from North Ya­
kima to Tacoma through the Tieton 
pass that will save a distance of 27 
miles over the present line of that 
road through the mountains, at a 
much less grade and with better curv­
atures.”

Halifax. Jan. 6.—Referring to the 
prospective cabinet changes, the Hali­
fax Chronicle to-day editorially says 
in part:

“The vacancy in the cabinet, caused 
by the death of Hon. Raymond Pre- 
fontaine, minister of marine and fish­
eries, have given prominence to the 
claims of the West for larger cabinet 
representation. These claims, we are 
free to admit, are not only reasonable, 
but just, and we believe it would be 
not merely good policy but good poli­
tics to fill the vacancy by the appoint­
ment of a western member.

“It may be said that the Premier 
should be guided only by questions of 
merit in selecting his colleagues, but 
in a country such as Canada, the ques­
tion of territory cannot very well be 
disregarded in the composition of the 
government. The great country west 
of Lake Superior is now represented in 
the cabinet by only two members— 
Hon. Frank Oliver, minister of the in­
terior, and .Senator Templeman, with­
out portfolio. The claim for larger rep­
resentation in view of the rapid de­
velopment of the West and its growing 
political importance, is undoubtedly 
strong.

“An intimation has come from Ot­
tawa that Senator Templeman will be 
promoted to the inland revenue por- 
folio. He is a successful newspaper 
publisher of Victoria, B. C., who has 
proved his business ability and capa­
city for public service. His appoint­
ment to the department would be a 
generous recognition of the growing 
importance of the West, and we be­
lieve would be received with approval 
the country over.”

Haldane’s Speech.
Richard Burton Haldane, speaking at 

a free trade meeting in London 
night, said it was the intention of the 
Liberal government to maintain an 
adequate army, but that it would be 
necessary before real reform com­
menced to clear away much of the 
trash and litter left by his predeces­
sors. He paid a tribute to his im­
mediate predecessor, H. O. Arnold- 
Foster, but said that the former sec­
retary had not been given a free hand 
by the Unionist government. Secre­
tary Haldane said it was true that the 
standard of comparison of the military 
needs of Great Britain was to com­
pare the German army, also the Ger­
man navy with the British army plus 
the British navy. It was the inten­
tion to bring the British army to an 
adequate position, and on this basis 
the artillery must be kept up to its 
present standard. The volunteers, he 
said, must be given every encourage­
ment, but in every case needless ex­
penditures must be avoided. He said 
that the premier, Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman, had given him entire free­
dom of action, and he was now work­
ing to evolve a practical scheme which 
did not include conscription.

Churchill in Manchester.
Winston Spencer Churchill, speaking 

at Manchester to-night, said that the 
first act of the Liberal government 
should it be returned to power would 
be to notify the coloniel governments 
that no conference could consider a 
preferential scheme based on the pro­
tective taxation of food stuffs, and that 
as soon as possible the government 
would give the Transvaal a represent­
ative democratic administration.

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A Good Rubber
In Baltic Provinces.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 4.—Referring to 
the demands by foreigners for indem­
nity for the results of damages sus­
tained, during the rioting in Russia, 
the foreign office says that in the case 
of riots as in the case of civil war, 
military necessity governs the situa­
tion, and foreigners have to take their 
chances with the native population. 
The officials instanced the revolution 
in Poland in 1863, and the Paris com­
mune, and pointed out the present 
situation could not be compared with 
Chinese or Turkish riots which were 
directed against foreigners in China 
and Turkey.

The government advices from the 
Baltic provinces are fairly satisfactory. 
The troops are acting energetically in 
all directions. Three columns are oper­
ating in Livonia. The cities of Walk, 
Reitzbourg, Jacobstadt and Stockman- 
shof have been retaken. Small ex­
peditions are being sent to the villages 
to arrest the ringleaders. General 
Warnoff has been placed in command 
of the troops operating in Esthonia.

Emperor Nicholas has sent $50,000 to 
Governor-General Doubasoff for the re­
lief of needy sufferers in the revolt at 
Moscow.

Dispatches from Tagenrog and Ros- 
toff-on-Don report continued fighting 
in the revolutionary movement in 
which several persons have been killed 
or wounded. At Radom, Russian Pol­
and, a bomb was thrown at the chief 
of police while he was walking in the 
street with his wife. The latter was 
killed and the chief was terribly in­
jured, both of his legs being torn off. 
Some bystanders were injured.
