THIRTY FAMILIES :
‘ RENDERED HOMELESS

Unknown Italian Murdered in Montreal=-
Fire Ranger Shot in Mistake
' er a Bear;

Montreal, Sept. 26.—A fire caused by
children playing with matches in a
wood yard on upper St. Lawrence
street, late thig afternoon, destroyed
14 buildings and rendered 30 families
homeless. The burned section was the
suburban municipality of St. Louis
and a defective water supply hampered
the brigade. The loss is $100,000, with
60 per cent. insurance.

Killed by Car.

Montreal, Sept. 26.—Randolph Camp-
bell, four years old, son of Robert Ross,
Metcalfe avenue, Westmount, was
struck and instantly killed by a street
car’ last night. The child had gone to
a corner store for candy, and was re-
turning when struck by the car.

Italian Murdered.

Montreal, Sept. 26.—A shocking and
coldblooded murder was committed late
last night or early this morning at 155
Chatham street in a four-roomed lower
flat in a house adjoining the Grand
Trunk railway track. The murdered
man is an Italian, but nothing was
found to identify him. He lived with
his wife and child. There were also
other Italians who boarded in the house
but all had fled.

Bank Employeé Missing.

Montreal, Sept. 26.—One of the em-
ployees at the head office of the Bank
of British North America on St. James
street is missing since Monday and the
bank authorities declared to-day that
they are several thousand dollars short
in accounts. Unofficially members of
the bank staff have estimated the
amount which it is alleged is missing
at $25,000.

Mistaken for Deer.

Toronto, Sept. 26.—The mystery sur-
round ingthe doTmasK fho athe
rounding the death of Thomas Keyes,
of St.  Catharines, government fire
fanger in the nothern part of the prov-
ince, .has been solved by the receipt of
a telegram at the attorney-general’s
office yesterday to the effect that
Joseph Bellair had given himself up to
the police authorities at Sudbury say-
ing that he had shot Keyes, mistaking
him for a deer. Keyes was a Toronto
university student and did fire ranging
during the summer months.

The insured was a
regular subscriber to a London penny
weekly “which insures its readers
against accidents and deaths. The day
of the disaster he sent his bag contain-
ing a current copy of the paper duly
signed to the hotel at Redford, where
he expected to pass the night. Within
a few hours of his death the claim was
examined, allowed and: settled.

Toronto, Sept. 26.—Edward Martin, a
teamster, was arrested last night on
the charge of wholesale theft of stove
fixtures from his employers, the Gur-
ney Foundry Co., Ltd. Martin has
been with the company for eighteen
years. The police found no less than
five tons of grates, castings and hot
water appliances on the premises and
at the residence of John Riley, a
plumber. Martin exonerated Riley of
any complicity in the thefts. Martin’'s
stealings have been going on for three
vears, but the firm was not aware of
it until the arrest was made.

METHODISTS DECIDE _
- TO INCREASE STIPENDS

'Missionary and Educational Reports Dealt
With—New Board of Education -
Elected.

Montreal, Sept. 26.—The Methodist
general conference at its session to-day
finished consideration of the report of
the missionary committee.

Rev, D. Norman; of Japan, submitted
various changes arising out of the
Methodist union in that land. It is ex-
pected that all the Canadian mission-
aries in Japan will remain.

The report of the committee on course
of study recommended that young
ministers spend a five year probation,
three at college and two on circuit. The
salary of young ordained men, not
married, was placed at $600, and pro-
bationers at $400. This means an in-
crease of $150 and $100 respectively.
The conference decided to wind ubp
the union church relief fund by an as-
sessment on all the churches.

The various reports of committees
are being rushed through, and the dele-
gates hope to see the finish on Thurs-
day.

The conference adopted the following
recommendation of the education com-
mittee with reference to the memorial
from the University Club of Nelson, B.
C., regarding the establishment of a
provincial university in British Colum-
bia. “That the general conference com-
mit this matter to the board of the Col-
umbian Methodist college to co-operate
in the building of a common university
as in their wisdom may seem to be in
the best interests of higher education
of the province, and in the meantime
to carry on the present work with the
greatest possible efficiency, with a view
to ultimate co-operation with a com-
mon universily of the province; and
for this purpose we recommend their
work to the board of education.”

The conference also approved of
other recommendations of the commit-
tee and elected a board to be known as
the board of -education of the Method-
its church, which will have contret of
all works of the educational society.
The new . board of edueation follows:

STEAMERS IN COLLISION.
The Maude Sunk in the Ottawa River—
Two Passengers and the Engineer
-Drowned. :
Hudson, Que., Sept. 27.—One of the
worst accidents in the history of naviga-
tion on the Ottawa river occurred about
1.30 o'clock thi® morning opposite here.
The steamer Athewan collided with the
steamer Maude going in the opposite
direction, smashing into the latter right
to the wheel-house. ¥
The Maude sank immediately, her top
deck only remaining above water.
Capt. Gauthier called the alarm to all
those on board, but nevertheless three
were drowned. Miss Benson, of Oka,
lady’s maid, fell into .the wreckage
among the cattle and was never seen
again. The engineer and an unknown
passenger were also lost. The engineer’s
name is not known here. The passenger
who was drowned died beside his horse.
None .of the bodies have so far been
recovered.
Eight horses and ali the cattle perished.
The officers of the Maude claim they
gave the proper whistles and put the
blame on the Athewan, but as she con-
tinued her course nothing has been heard
from her as yet.

Persons Were Killed in

Indianapolis, Sept. 26.—A special to
the News from Peru, Ind., -says that
ten persons were killed and many -hurt
to-day when the Wabash fast mail
train No. 8, running 70 miles an hour,
dashed through an open switch and
into a freight train at Catlin, Ill.

Official Report.

Chicago, Sept. 26.—At the offices of
the Wabash railroad here it is said that
eight persons were killed in the pas-
senger train wreck at Catlin, Ill., this
morning.

Forty-one Persons Injured.

St. Louls, Mo., Sept. 26.—A special
from Danville, Ill., gives the following
partial list of casualties in the Wabash
wreck at Catlin, Ill.:

Dead—Engineer Jonas Butler, Peru,
Ind.; Fireman Walter Ellison, Lafay-
ette, Ind.; Clerk Ira Harding, Ivesdale.

Forty-one persons were injured,
mostly eoncussions, cuts and burns. It
is believed that three or four of twelve
badly burned children will die.

All the injured were brofight to Dan-
ville on a relief train.

Recovering Bodies.

Indianapolis, Ind., Sept. 26.—Three
dead bodies have been taken from the
wreck and eight persons are missing,
The injured list is large.

Bridge Collapsed.

Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 26.—A bridge
over the tracks of the New York divi-
sion of the Pennsylvania railroad at
31st street and Columbia avenue, col-
lapsed to-day as a heavy work car of
the Philadelphia Rapid Transit Com-
pany carrying six men was passing
over it. The car was precipitated into
the tracks below and all the men were
hurt, one of them, Walter Dillon, re-
ceiving fatal injuries,

BRAZIL’S COFFEE CROPS.

Plans Made to Maintain Article at a
Remunerative Price,

New York, Sept. 27.—The announce-
ment was made to-day by the Journal
of Commerce that the financing of
Brazil's coffee valorization plan had
been arranged. Bankers and mer-
chants _internationally knewn, and all
identiMed wifh the coffée business are
named who will advance the money
needed, about’ $20,000,000. They are
located in New Yeork, London, Havre
and Hamburg. The object of the cof-
fee valorization plan is to maintain
coffee at a rémunerative price to the
growers by the establishing of a mini-
mum quotation which is to be held by
purchases of coffee on account of the
three coffee states of Brazil, namely,
Rione and
Interest on the loan made is
guaranteed and paid by a tax on every
bag of coffee shipped. The contracting
states bind themselves to restrict or
discourage by discriminating taxation
the exportation of coffee of inferior
grades, and they further bind them-
selves to pass laws preventing the ex-
tension’ of coffee acreage for two years
after January 1st, 1907. :

WESTERN AUSTRALIA
MAY DECIDE TO WITHDRAW

Legislative Assembly in Favor of Sub=-
mitting Question to Vote of
People.

Perth, Australia, Sept. 27.—The legis-
lative assembly to-day passed a reso-
lution that the union of the state with
the rest of the Commonwealth was de-
trimental to the interests of Western

Australia, and the time had arrived for
submitting to the people the question
of withdrawing.

ROASTED TO DEATH.

Mail Clerk Imprisoned in Burning

All the passenger cars but one
turned over and burned. Three persons
are known to have been killed, and sev-
eral others are missing. Thirty-seven
injured are being taken care of at Dan-

ville hospitals,
