HALLEY’S COMET

Though It’s a Million Times 
Bigger Then Us

CHICAGO, Feb. 7— Prof. Edwin B. 
Frost, director of the Yorkes observa­
tory at AVllliams- Bay, Wis., said to­
day: Halley’3 comet, on which all 
eyes in the astronomical world are'now 
centered, is about 1,000,000 times as 
big as the earth. Yet although tlie 
earth’s gravity may change the orbit 
df the comet the earth’s path through 
the sky will be unaffected by the ap­
proaching proximity of the two bodies."

This supplements Information con­
tained in a “circular respecting obser­
vation of Hàîley’s comet, 1910,” which 
has just been Hlsued by the Astrdnb-

• The theory tliat a comet’s tall Is 

longer when it is nearést the sun is 
somewhat awry. Theoretically it would 
be so. because it is the reaction from 
the sun's light which ca-uses the eman­
ation of streaming vapbré ‘that form 
tlie tail. But actual observation shows 
that when a comet is near 
there are other changes in its compo­
sition which offset the greater forcé 
of tills reaction of light. A comet’s 
head, for instance, shrinks when near 
the sun instead. of expanding."

Synopsis of Canadian Norfc 
west Land Regulation» MARITIME

Any person who is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter-section of 
available Dominion land in Manitoba. 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant must appear in person at the 
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 

for the district. Entry by 
proxy may be made at any agency, on 
certain conditions, by father, mother, 
son. daughter, brother or sister of In­
tending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each ot 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a (arm of at least 80 acres solely own­
ed and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
ge ed standing may pra-«mpt a quarter- 
section alongside mi. homestead. Price 
5-3.0C per acre. Duties—Must reside six 
months in each of six years from date 
ct homestead entry (including the 
time required to earn homestead pa­
tent) and cultivate *fty acres extra.

À homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right and cannot obtain a 
pre-emption may take a purchased 
homestead In certain districts. Price
