been incurred.

. No Comfort.

begun to open trade betwden St. John
and Havana. There were no boats
plying regularly but so well had the
transportation problem been worked
out that before the season was half
over five boats were on the route and
that number would be increased as
trade developed. It was found that
frost proof accommodations was
necessary at St. John and at the earn-
est solieitation of shippers this neces-
sary service was secured. He had
appeared before the harbor board of
St. John e¢ity and they had offered a
frost proof warehouse if the govern-
ment would fix it up, but he knew
that ninety per cent. of the shipments
would come from the St. John valley
as shipments from the eastern end of
the province were made via Halifax
and it would cost thirty cents a ton

Maria’ at the time of the appearance
of Halléy's Comet in 1456, that it is
without any foundation in fact. The
original documents, bylls, - briefs, ete,,
issped during the re! of Pope Cal-
lixtus II. are contained in the Vatican
Archives in the Regesti'of the Popes,
in 101 folio MS. volumes. These vol-
umes have been quite recently careful-
ly examined by the secretary, M. Aem-
ilius Ranuzzi at the instance of Father
Stein, the assistant at the Vatican Ob-
secretary, who himself personally as-
sisted in the scrutiy of the documents
igsued during the year 1456, and in par-
ticular, of the bull in which Callixtus
111, is-supposed to have banned the co-
met. There is not one word about the
comet either in this bull or in any
other of the documieénts of the reign of
this pop. As the legend of the excom-
munication of the comet and of the in-
vocation against ‘the devil, the Turk,
and the comet’ has been much In evi-
dence even in serious astronomical li-
terature, and is at present being wide-
ly disseminated by popular articles on
Halley's Comet, as, for example, in an
illustrated article, full of scientific and
historical errors, in the Christmas
number of Pearson’s Magazine, this
reflection may be considered oppor-
tune. The origin and growth of the
legend is a subject too lengthy to be
discussed within the limits of a letter.”

‘Debate on S‘p ezchFromThrone
Only Occupies 2 1-2 Hours
=--A Record Breaker--<Re-
port of Agriculture Dept.

Charlottetown, P.E.I, Feb. 18.—The
legislature evidently means business
this  session. Yesterday the debate
on the draft address which in the past
‘has often occupied weeks, was con-
cluded in two and a half hours, the
Quickest despateh in the history of
the legislature. The opposition leader
was more moderate in hig criticisms
than usual. The chief subject of the
debate was the question of claims
against the Dominion, the premier
saying not much material progress
had been made toward settlement,
which takes time and much pressing.:

The report of the agriculture de-
partment was tabled this morning. A
proseperous year  agriculturally was
reported—big crops and high prices.
The value of the fleld crop was nine
and a half millions, Last year was
one of the best in the Island’s history
for dairying, the miik supply, forty-
nine million pounds, producing butter
and cheese valued at $524,000, an in-
crease of thirty per cent. over 1908.
The chief feature of the year was the
establishment of an experimental
farm.

The public accounts were tabled to-
day. Ordinary revenue for year, $375,
000; ordinary expenditure, $365,000;
expenditure on capital account, $28.-
000; total liabilities, $863,000. The
largest item of expenditure was §$129.-
000 for education, or over one-third
of the revenue.
