Young Hutchins says that be has a 
brother still residing at home in Chel­
sea, a little sister who is being adopted 
by a family and another sister who is 
at present with her mother. When the 
father woriw (he is employed in a box 
factory in Chelsea.

The young fellow said he left home 
wit* practically no money, and during 
the three weeks past has been trying 
to work at. odd jobs along the line to 
earn enough to feed himself, and get 
passage to St John. On Monday and 
Tuesday nights last he was in Ports­
mouth and having no place to go at 
night he slept in a yard. On Tuesday 
night he was found in the yard by a 
policeman who took him to the police 
station. While there he told bis story 
to the Chief of Police who, the boy 
says, communicated with 'the Chief of 
Police of Chelsea and the reply re­
ceived from the Chelsea chief was not 
to send the boy> home to his father as 
the latter had used him so badly. 
Young Hutchins then, said that the 
Portsmouth chief gave a policeman ten 
dollars, with Instructions td purchase 
for the boy a ticket for St. John and 
ship him out of town. The boy said 
that he came through on the Boston 
express and w-aa never questioned far 
officials along thé line, that he arrived 
here yesterday morning apd shortly 
after he arrived procured a position In

tiue manner he expected to find fais 
mother. Being without iponoy or a 
home lie bad no place to go last night. 
He wue questioned by a policeman, and 
as it was too late for him’ to go to the 
Salvation Army home he was sent to 
police headquarters for protect ion. The 
boy was placed in a cell as a protec­
tionist for the night and hie case will 
be further looked Into today.
