the United States had the worst of it.
“Whb,” the World asks, “won the need-
less, unnatural war of 1812—a war that
cost us 30,000 lives and $100,000,000? The
question has never been satisfactorily set-
tled. We went to war for a certain prin-
ciple. In the peace treaty that principle

| was not mentioned, nor did we receive

any promise that England would cease mo-

ilesting our seamen. While we won mare
individual naval battles tjan did England,

yet every one of our aggressive tactics on
land failed. On the other hand the Brit-
ish captured and sacked our national capi-
tal, blockaded our coasts, ravaged our
towns. Had we inflicted just such damage
on England, driving King George into hid-
ing, terrorizing the whole British coast,
winning all but three of the notable land
battles fought, and successfully avoiding
in the peace treaty any promise of re-
dressing  the wrongs for which England
had gone to war, should we not have pro-
claimed ourselves the victors? And with
some show of justice for the claim. ILet
every reader form his own conclusions.”

It i¢ curious how long emnity toward
the British lasts in the United States, and
how little it takes to bring‘it to the sur-
fnce. Since 1812 the Americans have fought
Mexico, passed through their great civil
war, and clashed with Spain.

These have
long been inaccessible to the general pub-
lic, and are of themselves most valuable
to those interested in the history of the
provinces, The same may be said about
the review of Prof. James W. F. John-
ston’s report, which is contained in the
first chapter on New Brunswick. There
are also two chapters on New Brunswick,
and one most interesting chapter on Prince;
KEdward Island.

Chapter seven deals with the Bay of
Fundy marshes and. the intervales of the
St. John river. The article oja the inter-
vales was prepared especially for the
work by W. W. Hubbard, while much of
the - description_of the marshes is taken
from Prof. W. F. Ganong’s arlicles on the
subject. 5 !

There then . follows a chapter dealing
with immigration, in which many reasons
are deduced to show why eastern Can-
ada should receive more settlers,

The book is readable and moest valuable,
especially to those interested in farm-
ing and the development of the art in
this part of Canada.
