Last week the telegraphic wires an-
nounced that Messrs. Harris & Son, of
St. John, N. B, had been awarded the
contract for supplying a large quantity
of rolling stock for the Intercoloninl
Railway, and that the Baldwin, Man-
chéstér and Kingston Works were {o
construct for the same line some thirty
locomotives. -Mr. Mackenzie has laid
down the doctrine that the furnishing of
supplies, etc., for Govmnmpn. works
should always be open to public com-
petition, and yet; strangeto-say, o ad-
vertisement appeared asking for tenders,
nor were the publjc. aware that there
was a demand for these cars and loco-
motives nptil they were informed that
contmects had: been awarded- without
their having had a chance to compete.
This mode of handing the affairs of the
country seems somewhat novel, and, al-
though we are glad to see cuy townsmen
awarded a contract, yet fuir play and
good management would scem to indi-
cate that there shonld be cogzpggition in

order to avoid’ any unnecess'bry expen-
diture.

But the- purchasing of locomotives
from the “Baldwin" work® of Pennsyl-
vania can hardly be he!d as conducive
to the welfare of our lagal manufactur-
ing establishments. *The Mcssis. Flem-
ing of this city were at great expense
and labor putting §p works snitable fo |
the construction of locomotives, and
have built on former .occasions for the
Provincial lines, but thcy now find
thempelves debarred from obiainiig a
share of the work, or even a chance of
making a bids - How are the industries
of this country to be built up, and what
uge is--there in- voting large. sums. of
mozey frop the. Dominion {reasury for
pnblic works, if the money is all to go
abroad to ‘maintain fereign establish-
ments ?

Weldon, Esq., Deputy Minister of Justice,
the Police Magistrate declined to release
the prisoners, bolding that it could not
be done as the prisongrs had gone -to
their final place of confinpement. Mr.
Kerr then, at the lagt sitting of the €
cuit Court, applied to Judge Allen
their releasc on a habegs corpus, = It was
opposed by My. Weldon, Lut the applica-
tion was granted, and, on the prisoners
entering intd recognizances, they were
released from custody. The case was
entered, in the, civil docket yegterday and
called on for trial. On pehalf of the
Crawn there $¢emed to be a misunder-
standing as to who should conduct the
case. The Deputy Minister of Justice
thought that Dr. Tuck, as Cierk of the
Crown, should prosecute this case. Dr.
Tuck, however, had paid-ng attention to
the subject, and, at the last moment, as
Mr. Weldon cquld npot be foynd, Dr,
Barker was engsged by the Police
authorities. Mr. ‘Weldon, however, put
in an appearauce shortly after the cgse
came on. It was the flist case of the
kind that ever came up, gud jt was evi:
dent that a]l partjes were feeling their
way very cautiously, fqr fear they would
make a mistake in cansecquence of the
conflicting local and Dominion laws. The
jury was called, and the usual pumber for
‘the County Court—flve—sworn, when
Mr. Eerr objected, helding that the pri-
soners werc entitled to be tried by 12
jurors as in all eriminal actions. Dr.
Barker, an the atkeér hand, consicered it
an appeal ease, a civil action, and con-
tended for 5 or 7 jurors.
vldes’ that an appesl cas¢ of this kind
shall be teied by a“jury, but does.not say
how many it shall be composed of. ' Ilis
Honor considered that as the conviction,
if sistained, wwould impose a pupishment,
there should be 12 jurees. The jury, al-
ready sworp, were, therefore, discharged,
and the clerk was about swearing a new
jury when Judge Watters, by a flank
movement, brought out another phage of
the case. He decided that any legal or
technical objections must be grgued, and
noted, before the. jury were sworn?
The Counsel on both sides then arguegd
their points. Dr. Barket, for the respon-
dents, admitted the notice of appeal had
been served on the Police Magistrate,
but contended it was insufficient, as it

-regogpized a joinp canyiction, while

separate convictions and commitments
were returned, He further objected to
the recognjzance, claiming that it was
not full, in that it did not set forth that
the bounden were to appear and prose-
cute the appeal. -These objections were
overrnled.” Mr. Kerr then objccted to
the conviction, holding that the prisoners
were, conyicted ynder section 43 Chap. 20
Dominion Act of 1869, relating to offences
agaiust the ‘pérgon, which section gives
the Magistrate power to commit to any
jail or place of confinement other than
the penitentiary for a term not exceeding
12 months,
Law Repeal Act, 22 and 33 Vie., did not
apply in the present case. Thé point was
argued at length. 'Dr. Barker conténded
that the objection should have been made
at the time of thé trinl before Justice
Gilbert, and not when prosecuting an ap-
peal. He quoted diffepent sections of the
law relating to the penitentiaries in Noya
Scotia and New Brunswick. It was a
matter of expedicncy giving the power
to the Police' Magistrate to sentenge
prisoners for petty offences to the peni-
tentiary, as the jail accommodatiqn was
known by the Dominion Governmegnf not
to be sufficient. He contended tkat there
were clauses in the Act avhich ' justified
the Police Magistrate. Judge Watters,
after hearing the arguments on both
sides, dccided that the conviction could
not he sustained, as it contalned “peni-
tentiary” instead of ‘‘common jail.” Both
cqunsel had agreed that the penalty was
enforeed against the prisonér under sec.
43 of 20 Dom. Act, 1869, and the section
was very cleap. The provisions of the
Criminal Law Repeal Act did not apply
in this case. He, therefore, quashed the
conviction i the case of Flémiug, apd
also, after another objection trom Dr.
Barker, in the case of King. Mr. Kerr—
« Your Honor, I move that the prisoners
be discharged from custody.” The Judge
—%I'm not aware that they are ia
custody.” ¢Thkey have given bands to
appear and are now here,” said Mr. Kepr.
“Then their. appearauce renders the
recognizances null. (To the Sheriff)—
They are not in yout cus tody qré they,
Mr. Sheriff?” ¢No,” was the Sheriff’s
reply. Mr. Keirto the priseuers—i‘Roys,
you can go.” :

Thus ended the appeal case, which has
created considerable interest. It has
been decidgd oy a legal quikble, which, if
s ported, tgkes from the Police Magis-
trate the right to scatence prisoners to
the peoitentiary without a fine, and
makes sentences from other courts, by
which offenders have been sentenced for
less than two years, nyll. This, at least,
is the opinion of many lawyers who en-
tirely dissent from Judge Watters’ deci
sion. The main question, as to whether
the evidence against the prisoneys, on
which the Mgagistrate’s. desision was
founded, was sufficiept, has not been
touched.

He was fouud in the porch
of Dr. Carritte’s house in Princess street,
and asserted his right to stay there.
Some friend nat in quite so bibulous a
state as himself had quictly placed him
in there out of the way. Possession is
nine points of the.law, and he considered
this porch his castle. So whey Lhe_doctor ‘
tried to get in he found his outsitle door
barricaded by Russel, who had placed his
back against it, brgced himself, and suc-
cessfully resisted all outside efforts to
displace him. Sergt. Rider was intrc-
duced by the back way, and, opening the
house door, found the fellow in position.
This attack at the rear of his defences
completely denjoralized Rim, and, a hum-
ble prisouer, he was taken to the Station.
After hearing the officer’s story of the
attack and capture he came to the con-
clusion that he must have been drunk,
and the Magistrate fined him $6.

Andrew McKisic, a country lad, was
arrvested drank in the Country Market,
That’s a place he had no right te {Eo whea
drunk, and he was, t'bcref‘ore, fined $p.

Henry Whalen, arrested in Prince Wm.
stregt, and Bartholomew Patten,,in King
street, were the two simple dlunks, and
got off with $+ each.

Charles Hagen was charged by James
Kendhers with assaulting him in Sheffield
street, and pleaded guilty. A fine ¢f 10
or 20 days’jail was imposed. .

The charge of abusive language against
Miss Condon, preferred by Mary Flem-
ing, ndjourned‘fmmyesterday, was taken,
up. ‘Phe camplainant ‘gave evidedce,
stating that Miss Condon had called her
the ugliest looking woman in St. Jghn,
had threatencd her with law, and had
offered to pound her. The ¢ross examin-
ation of the witness by S. Alward, Esq.,
was very amusing, and it appeared that
about the only abuse she re-eived was in
being called ugly. . Tke counsel wanted
to know if she was not jealous because
Miss Condqen was the best looking.
She indignantly denicd the assertion,
and wanted then and there the
court to decide which was the best look-
igg. The court declined to gettle so
momentous a question. She aaid that
she had been “patient, long suffering, en-
quring and forbearing” with the prisgaer.

“A pretty young girl was talled as a wit-

ness, but knpew -}ttje of the eventful
Saturday night when the abuse was given.
For the defence- old Mr. Condon was
called. Mr. Alward asked, ‘*Avre you the
father of Miss Condony” It secemed to
puzzle the old man, but at length he re-
plied, ‘I think I am.” 'He looked as if he
did not like to answer such hard ques-
tions, and was allowed to take his own
course ip giving testimony. A Jong
speech followed, T which he related his
expeylences since May day, when he
moved into Mrs. Fleming’s house. When
Ire got as far as July Ire was stopped and
asked abgut Saturday night, but it ap-
peared he knew nothing about it.
