The receipts during the year have naturally been very small, as
the only available revenue has been from the use of the Hall for
lectures, concerts, &c., and they amount to the sum of $49.53. 'The
expenses have likewise been small, as owing to the generosity of
the founder those of maintenance and administration have been E
borne bmrf r the purpose above mentioned ; and they amount o
to the sum of $32.92, leaving a balance of $16.61 in the hands of 3
the Secretary Treasurer.

The Trustees confidently hope and expect that as time goes on,
friends of the institution will make donations which will have the
effect of extending its usefulness. ‘The Davies collection of books
is most valuable ; but they are largely adapted for reference pur- , ]
poses, and many of them are too rare and precious to be allowed to
go out of the library. There is a pressing want of more recent
books.and of a more popular character ; but the Trustees are without
the means of supplying this want. The Trustees desire to acknowl-
edge with grateful thanks a number of gifts received during the
year, a list of which will be found below. They mention specially
the handsome gift of the President of the 200 comfortable and at-
tractive opera chairs with which the Hall is now furnis’hae(l.
