In consequence of the coustruction of
railways in Upper Canada, and other public
works of a similar nature in this scction of
the province, the demand for common
labourers at advanced wages has been un-
usually great. Mechanics of almost every
description, such as masons, bricklayers,
carpenters, blacksmiths, tailors, shoecmakers,
cabinct-makers, and wheelwrights are also
surc of employment at guod wages.

Properly qualified female domestic ser-
vants, cooks, &c. are much wanted. The
difficulty of finding cfficient persons for this
cssential branch of domestic comfort and
cconomy is generally felt,

No. A much greater number would
have readily obtained employment; and as
additional public works are to commence in
the spring, the demand for labour is certain
to be greater in 1853 than it bas been in
1852.

I can only add, in addition to what is
above stated, thai the past scason has been
uncommonly healthy, and that I know of no
better market for labour, or the means for
remuncrating it, than that which is furnished
by the present outlay on public and private
underiakings, of almost cvery description,
which have been and are now in actual
operation throughout the province.
