The club was opposed
cause it had played in South
rica, thereby giving respec-
bility to the racist regime. For

ilar reasons a majority of
rican countries protested New
aland’s participation in the
ontreal Olympics.

Sports activities with South
rican teams prettify apartheid

by conveying a false impression
of racial harmony. But South
Africa, and its sports, are racist
through and through. Thus
sports, even with “multi-racial”
South African teams, hinder the
growth of the anti-apartheid
fight.

The editors thought the sit-in
by the 61 was unjustified, and
that the 61 should be found guilty
of trespass and obstruction for
attempting to stop the cricket

match, although they
acknowledged that the Free
Southern  Africa Committee

“went through all the proper
channels” before resorting to
their sit-in.

But the real guilty ones are

the federal, provincial and city
governments who voiced no
opposition to the Oppenheimer
or Robbins cricket tours of
Canada. Instead, police arrested
61 people who were protesting
against apartheid.

The 61 should not be vic-
timized. Future anti-apartheid
protests should not be harrassed
by police. The New Democratic
Party of Alberta and the Alberta
Federation of Labour, among

others, have demanded that
«charges. against the 61 be
dropped.
