CYSF would like to make a 
proposal concerning York’s 
proposed “utilities” charges of 
$2.94 per square foot of space oc­
cupied by the various student run 
coffee shops and pubs on campus.

We feel that these institutions 
provide an essential service to the 
entire community by providing 
food, beverages and a congenial 
atmosphere at prices and quality 
far superior to that dished out by 
the profit-making commercial 
enterprises on campus.

Most, if not all, of these facilities 
operate on a non-profit basis and 
any profits generated are re­
invested into improving the ap­
pearance and function of the 
facilities.

It is clear that many of the 
coffee shops would have to cease 
operations if such a levy were 
imposed. For example, the Ainger 
at Calumet College is already 
heavily subsidized by the Calumet 
College Council. In any case, those 
“utility” charges would come 
straight out of the students pockets 
either in increased prices or 
through subsidization by the 
college council. The cost of 
education is increasing fast enough 
without the university adding to the 
load.

There are some other disturbing 
aspects about the proposed utilities 
charges. Why is the administration 
taking the chance of alienating all 
of the college councils and the 
entire York Communty when the 
proposed financial return from the 
tax would only amount to $10,000 
or $15,000 per year and would force 
many of the coffee shops out of 
business? Is the answer not simply 
that the catering companies sup­
port the “utilities” charges?

There is ample evidence to in­
dicate that, in fact, the catering 
companies have pressured the 
administration into imposing rents 
on the coffee shops. Last August 
there was a meeting between the 
catering companies and the 
university, at which the university 
was quite amenable to the com­
panies’ demands that a rent be 
charged to the coffee shops.
