Ll
Preliminary indications are that it
may have to be even higher than
those at present charged by DSS.

The statt presently employed
by DSS is being paid a reasonably
good amount, because the job is
demanding and a high ievel of
skills and knowledge is required.
Yet, the pay scale is 10-20% lower
than in the industrial sector. A
reduction is likely to mean that
good typists simply will not be
attracted to the CYSF Typing
Service, and standards will
decline.

In farewell, | ask that the York
community look atthe ability and
desirability of CYSF’s running
full-scale businesses. It is student
fees that are being risked on
these ventures (and they are a
much higher risk than Thursday
night movies) by amateurs in
business.
