STREETSVILLE — Town
Council unanimously pass-
ed a resolution to make a
financial donation to help
fight planned rate in-
creases by Bell Canada
Ltd

In a letter sent jointly
by the Ontario Municipal
Association and the As-
sociation of Ontario
Mayors and Reeves, five
reasons were given for

fighting -Bell's six percent
increase:

* Bell's profits are sub-
stantial and steadily rising
Net income rose from $39
million in 1958, to $68
million in 1963, and $114
million in 1969.

* The Canadian Trans-
port Commission ruled,
less than a year ago, that
Bell was not éntitled to any
increase in general rates,
but allowed increases in
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long distance and certain
service charges in an
amount estimated to in-
crease Bell's revenue by
$27 5 million annually

* The postal disruption
has brought substantial
added revenue to Bell in
the form of long distance

- calls.

* Bell Canada, in 10.-of
the last 12 years, exceed-
ed its maximum permiss-
able level of earnings as
set by the Board of Trans-
port Commissioners and
the Canadian Transport
Commission.
* It is estimated
Bell's gross revenue, with-
out any general rate in-
crease, will rise by at
least $100,000000 ( or
12 percent) this year.
This is due to the increase
in number of services,
amalgamation of exchange
areas and .additional re-
venues from long distance
and service charges.

The joint letter also said
they had enlisted the ser-
vices of Ottawa lawyer,
Lovell Carroll, Q.C., and
asked Streetsville to help
back the estimated $12,000
to $15,000 in legal fees.

The letter asked for a
levy of one-half cent per
capita, or in Streetsville's
case, §31.

Veterans deny descrimination

The Army,Navy and Air
Force denied last week
charges printed in the Aug.
12 issue of The News alleg-
ing that it is discriminatory
against Italian-Canadians
in renting its hall in Lake-
view.

“That’s utterly ridicu-
lous,”” Ross Gamble, treas-
urer for the club, said Sat-
urday. ‘‘We don’t have any
axe to grind with any nation-
ality.”

ally collected evidence
showing the hall charges
more for renting the hall to
Italian-Canadians than Can-
adians. .

An electrician who works
in Port Credit , Mr. De-
Menna said he knows of
Italian-Canadians who have
been charged up to $350 to
rent the hall for a day and
Canadians who have been
charged between $125-150
for the same facilities.

Mr. DeMenna plans to be
married at the hall on Sat-
urday, Sept. 19 and has
made a $50 deposit.

The hall is located at 765
3rd St., Lakeview Missis-
sauga.

In denying Mr. DeMenna's
charges, Mr. Gamble added;
“Our rental policies ar e
very clear. We're not out
to cut anyone's throat.”
Furthermore, he said, there
are 20-30 Italian mern
of the Army, Navy a
Force Veterans Club.

The matter is being in-
vestigated by the Ontario
Human Rights Commission,
which Mr. DeMenna claims
possesses evidence further

! supporting his allegations.
