This provision will also apply to a Telegrapher
of not less than two years’ service, desiring to fil
transfer from one General Division to another, ex- in
cept that in such cases the transfer certificate will n
not carry with it any seniority rights, but will en- aj
title the holder to the position of junior extra he
Telegrapher on the Superintendent’s district to te
which he is transferring. be

Transfer certificates will not be valid unless filed
with the Superintendent of the district to which
transfer is being made within thirty days from date p
of issue. te
