Foley would be
dected by a large majoritly. (Applause.)
He concluded by begging the attention of
the audience for the speakers. He especial-
Iy asked for a defender of the Liberal
ﬁm.\'. and said any such defender would
pe allowed 30 minutes to address the meet-

mg.

Mr. D. C. Crowley asked the meeting
to vote for Chris Foley because he wids a
wise and experienced man. He was a

| miner and as all depended upon the min-
| ing industry it was practical that this in-

miner. 1t had been said that the Labor
party should seek an alhamce with the
Liberals, their natural allies. The speaker

|had been a Liberal in a distant country,

of these colonies was the Labor party.
There never was a party in Australia
which would give a railway an acre of land
or a dollar of money.

Thomas Brownlee said that he, uniike

the former speaker, was an old time Con- |

servative, but was now a member of the
Labor party. He went on to pronounce
an eulogy on Chris. Foley, which was
warmiy applauded. With regard to the
Jap vote, he thought that if the Japanese
voted it would do good, inasmuch as more
than the laboring man would see the ef-
frets of the Oriental evil. The speaker
then showed the audience how to mark the
ballot for Foley. The evening paper had
alled Foley a Canadian lrsh-American.
which was a complimeut that he should be
equal to three men in one. (Apptause.)

D. McDougall said he was a delegate
for the Mechanics’ union to the iNelson
convention. It was an intelligent assem-
bly and was a credit to the men whe had
sent them. He went on to say that in
the East he had on solicitation voted for
8ir Charles Tupper, but if the Lord would

forgive him he would“never do it again. |
[(Applause.) Mr. Foley was .a man that

stood upon the rock of principle. No
one could point the finger of scorn at him.
He was a good man, he was a solid man.
It was taking a_diamond in Tough taking
Foley. Tomorrow night would see the ful-
fllment of the saying of the Gaod Book
1 regarded Mr. Foley, *Thou hast been
fiithful in a few things, thou shalt be
brd over many.” (Applause.”)

John McLaren said his first vote was
at the direction of his father, back in the
East. As the old gentleman was Con-
tervative, he had to. vote that way. Since
tis arrival out here, many years ago, he
lad voted for both sides, once only for the
Conservatives, but tomorrow he would
bave his first opportunity of vofing for a
¥orkingman, and he would do 1it. OUn
the Liberal and Conservative sides the ma-
jority of the speakers wére lawyers. Law-
yers telling. workingmen what they should
do! (Laughter.) The conmstituency was
ot a political but an industmal cne, and
the ballots would prove this tomorrow by
the majority being marked for Christopher
rolev.

John" McKane said he felt grateful to
the Labor party for having mvited him
to be present. He had just wisited

fuoth Mr. McKane, “T said at the begin-
Uing of this campaign that he laughs best
who laughs last,” and he would :~peat that
Statement again. 7The Nelson Lribune of
today had said that Mr. Galliher had only
Signed the petition apainst the eight-hour
hw as 5 president of the Dundee Mining
®mpany. This was Tilse. A certified
Statement before a notary public showed

at he had signed three times as an
officer of a mining company and once as
2 citizen. Similarly Mr. Galliher had made
2 statement at Sandon that Mr. McKane

e

was the chief henchman ot the Mackintosh
party, and had carried the boodle, whereas
the fact was that he had not been in
theA country. He bhad appealed to the
chairman of the Liberal party, Mr. J. B.
MacArthur, to contradict this, but that
gentleman had returned a false and evasive
answer unworthy of a man.

Mr. McKane went oh to refer to the
domination of the province of Quebec. He
claimed that the race question was not be-
ing used by the Conservative party. Mr.
John Charlton, a Liberai, speaking at
Delhi, on Oct. 27, had said that the Anglo-
Saxon race was the only hope ot Canada,
and though not calling the loyaity of the
French Canadians mto account, it mast
be recognized that the tri-color waved
fifty times to once for the Union Jack
in Quebee. 5

As for the Japanese vote, Mr. Davin had
clearly answered Mr. Morrison last might,
and the govermment that wouid b n: =uch
a condition of things to pass ought to be
condemmed.

1ne speaker went on to direct the atten-
tion of the audience to fhe independent
candidates, Oliver and Richar '~ s They
had spoken against the Liberal - govern-
ment, but were now whipped into line.
Mr. Ralph Smith had been offered a good
position, Mr. Puttee had tne patrohage
of \\'jnnipeg and was a slavish supporter
of the Liberal government.

He was of the opinion thadt the arbitra-
tion movement was a good one, and he
was in favor of it. Up mnorth Secotch
friends of his, who were good irends of
uhris. Foley, had said that if Mr. Koley
had not their suffrages they would vote
for the speaker, as they recogmzed that
he was a staunch supporter of the work-
ingman. (Sensation.)

Mr. McKane went on to attack the Lib-
eralism of Chris. Foley. That gentleman
had said the Conservatives were like owls
gitting on the tree of knowledge for 18
years. That was an msult to the Con-
servative workingman; that was an insult
to Canada. (Laughter.)

Referring to the eight-hour law, it had
been stated that if he hdd Been in Ross-
land at the time he wouid have signed
that petition. On the contrary, he had
said in the opera house two years ago,
that a man working in deep mines, away
from the pure breath of heaven, deserved
every consideration. Re had never wrong-
ed a man since he was born.

Mr. Y¥oley had stated, at a meeting on
Cept. 23, “There was a question of finance,
there was the danger of being beaten, there
was the fact that if the labor men would
not elect their own man they would as-
surediy defeat their friends, the Liberals.”
This ehowed conclusively that Mr. Foley
was, as were the most of his tollowers,
a Liberal.

Mr. McKane ended up by inviting the
electorate to vote for:-himself as their best
friend.

Mr. Ferris, in introducing the mnext
speaker, said it was apparently torgotten
that the Labor party was only two
months old, and that before that time its
members were either Liberals or Conserv-
atives.

Mr. McKane appealed to the audience
on a false telegram sent from Kaslo stat-
ing that Mr. McKane was toreng his
men in the Lavina mine to work ten hours
instead of eight. This, he said, was talse,
and that Mr. Dick, who was associated
with him in that mine, was in a position
to deny it. Mr. Dick corroborated Mr.
McKane’s statement.

P. R. Macdonald said that he was for-
merly a Conservative, hut he was now a
staunch member of the Independent paciy.
The great majority of the intelligent Con-
servatives of Rossland were now support-
ers of Mr. Foley. The Rossland Record
said that the unions were divided among
themselves. This was not the case. They
were united on Mr. Foley. The electors of
Rossland were free from encumorance, no
capitalist, no mine owner, no fiine man
ager, no foreman had raised his voice to
prevent a single vote being polled. He
thought it was folly for Mr. McKane to
step into the breach when a wiser and bet-
ter man, Mr. MacNeill had stepped out.
But there was one fhing that Mr. Me-
Kane had the manliness to come up and
discuss the questions of the day and the
Liberals could not (shouts—‘They dare
not”).

Mr. James Devine was greeted, with
much applause. He began by challenging
the statement of Mr. Flood (Cries of
“Davin.”) “Well it ought to have been
Flood, he had such a flood of eloquence”—
‘that a third party had never given any-
thing to labor. Labor had been organized
and its organizafion recogni in Great
Britain in 1824. Tifty years elapsed before
it was' recognized in Canada and then
another 26 vears passed before the con-
c¢iliation act was made law. This record
was not one of which Mr. Flood Davin
or any one of the Liberal party could
boast. Now Mr. McKane was not an owl
despite the utterance of Mr. Chms Foley.
But when he came down 7,800 teet to ac-
cept the nomination he must have been
snow-blind (Laughter.) He was owlish m
entering a purblind party. Mr. McKane’s
chief suppnorters were Mayor Goodeve and
Hon. T. Mayne Daly, known-as opponents
of progress, and his friends should con-
demn himself. But the Liberal party were
rireulating secretly reports tBat mr. Chris
Foley had taken part in the Feman raid.
Mr. Foley was in California at that time,
a young man of 18. ‘l'his was contempti-
ble; this was worthy of the party and
no responsible, clean man could record his
vote in favor of the candidate ot such
politicians. (Applause.)

The mine owners here, the Le Roi and
War Eagle groups, would be closed at 2
o’clock tomorrow in order to allaw of a
vote being recorded by the workers in the
mines. (|Applause.) Mr. Devine ended by
saying that the ballot tomorrow should
show the falsity of the assertion that the
workingmen could mnot be trusted.
Upon them rested the destiny of the
movement. Tomorrow night the press of
the country would pass judgment upon
the Labor party, the country would pass
judgment. It depended upon tbe work-
ingman himself to demomstrate his own

date—Mr. Chris Foley. (Applause.)

Mr. Alexander Dick, the next speaker,
was enthusiastically recerved. He began his
speech of nearly an hour’s; duration by
saying that it had been taken for granted
that because, in this confest, Mr. Foiey
represented the many he was against
the few. The dignified position which
Mr. ¥oley had taken on the platform, and
his clear and incisive speeches throughout
.the riding had very largely exploded the
idea that ke desired to represent only the
vyorkingmen. Mr. Foley would go to par-
liament as the representative of all classes
of the community. Within the past week
many assurances had been given that the
Labor candidate would receive.the hearty
support of a very large proportion of the
business men and others interestea in the
mining development of the country. (Ap-
plause.) This opinion had made such head-
way that the Nelson 'Iribune, wnich at
first sneered at Mr. Foley as an°® uned-
uc_a;ed man, had in its issue of yesterday
entirely changed its tune. The 'Iribune
now says: “Mr. Foley’s candidacy should
be ~an object lesson to the people who
pclxeve that the men who-iabor are lack-
ing in the qualities that are required n
men who become political leaders.” The
Tripune also stated that the voters would
make no mistake in voting for Mr. Foley.
Moreover, at the meeting held in Nelson
on Wednesday evening Mr. S. 8. l'aylor,
who spoke on behalf of tne Liberal party,
had stated that the Labor candidate was
a noble fellow, and a man who must on
his merits demand the respect and admir-
ation of all. (Applause.)

The frank avowal of Mr. Foley, whose
honesty and sincerity were undoubted, to
adhere to constitutional methods, has done
a great deal to brush aside the cries raised
against him in the earuer stages of the
campaign, and it was now conceded that
in the rural districts he had made great
gains, and that he would come into Ross-
land with a large majority. (Cheers.)

Mr. Davin, who spoke last night on be-
half of Mr. McKane, 1n a speecn os «wu
hours, the speaker said, had taken an ora-
torical flight around the universe, and had
canvassed everything in the heavens above,
m the earth. beneath, and in the waters
under the earth, in his enoris ww wvuviswer
up the Conservative party. It was claimed
by Mr. Davin, who was well aware that
he was makTng the closing speech of the
evening, that no instance could be ecited
in which an Independent Labor party had
accomplished anything for the working-
man. This was not correct. If had alrea’iv
been shown by Mr. Crowley that in the
colony of New Zealand the Labor party
had practically absorbed the Liberal par-
ty, and the social retorms carried out
there had barfished trom the land all labor
difficulties and had conferred #ntold bless-
ings upon the body politte. While it
might be stated that the party which had
inaugurated these reforms had adopted the
name of Liberal, yet it mattered httie
whether or not it was the Labor tail which
wagged the Liberal dog, so long as these
reforms had been successfully put into
practice. (Laughter and appiause.) In
Germany the Labor party, aecording to
recent cable despatches, was in the ascend-
enty in the Reichstag and for the first
time in the history of the Empire the Em-
peror was paying a great deal of attention
to the needs of the working people. (Ap-
plause.) :

Mr. Davin also made some reference t:
the position in parliament of Mr. Puttee,
the Labor member for Winnipeg.. Mr.
Dick here read some lengthy extracts from
a letter written by Mr. Puttee and pub-
lished in the last. issue of the Sandon
Paystreak, in which the-electors of Yale-
Cariboo were asked to give their hearty
support to Mr. Foley, if they desired to
obtain any remedy for yhe Asiatic scourge
which afflicted this pro ?nce. Mr. Putte
stated that the return df a Liberal mem-
ber pledged to support) the government
would show that ;geépeople here were
insincere in their s to prevent fur-
ther immigration of Chinese. He also
appeals to the electors to return Mr. Foley
as an mdependent candidate, who would
be able to join with the other inde-
pendent candidates in their efforts to ob-
tain from the government legislation nec-
essary to redress the grevances that exist
in' this country. Sir Wilfrid Laurier had
stated in Toronto that it was his desire
to have more labor men in parliament.
Why were the local leaders of the Liberal
party in this district refusing to carry out
the desires of the leader of the govern-
ment? This question could be very easily
answered. It was well known that after
the next census the representation of this
provinee would be increased, ‘and it ‘was
suspected that another senator would be
appointed. There were at least six nfem-
bers of the Laberal party who were most
actively_opposing Mr. Foley at this time
who were holding out their hats and ex-
pecting the senatorial plum to drop into
them. Some one would be surely disap-
sointed.. When it was anrounced that Hon.
Qlifford Sifton was coming here there was
great commotion and anxiety in the Lib-
eral ranks. Mr. A. B. Clabon hastened to
Nelson and was among the first to board
the minister’s official car. (Laughter.) -It
is impossible to keep a good man down and
Mr. Clabon considered that his chances
were excellent. ~ (Laughter and applause.)
Then Mr. J.B. McArthur, whose long suit
was sending evasive telegrams and ambigu-
ous letters, probably wired to Mr. Sifton
as follows: “Do nothing about the mat-
ter of the senatorship until you see me.”
(Laughter and applause.) Mr. J. Fergu-
son McRae was e to eat or slegp for
a period of two days, and when he heard
that the minister was approaching Ross-
land he haunted the station for three
hours in order that his application might
be filed ahead of that of Dr. Sinclair, that
old and tried veteran of the partv. (Great
laughter.) From the far-off and peaceful
pastoral valleys of the Okanagan, where
he had been doing his level best for Mr.
Gallther, that noblest Roman’of them all,
Mr. James M. Martin hasteneu tc Ross-
land in order that his great claims might
not be overlooked or jumped by any other
member of the party. (Laughter.) The
erstwhile labor agitator, Mr. Martin, un-
doubtedly thought that his claims were
stronger than those of the others, inas:
much as he had posed i Rossland on
many occasions as the greatest friend of
the workingmen and the valiant cham-
pion who was prepared to outdo-any of
the most violent socialists in his efforts
on their behalf. The senate of Canada is
composed chiefly of men of advanced years
and very few ace under 60 years of age.
Imagine, if you can, said Mr. Dick, oun
genial friend Mr. Martin strutting into
the crimson chamber at Ottawa disturbing
the afternoon siesta of the augus® assem-
blage, posing as the great labor agitator of
the west, with a stick of dynamite in his

right hand coat sleeve, and a piece of
lead pipe in his left, wearing his senatorial

FOLEY’S SUNMARY OF SITUATION

FEELS CONFIDENT THAT HE WILL
BE ELECTED TODAY.

Will Receive the Entire Support of Or-
ganized Labor as Well as That of
Many Mine Owners and Business Men.

Mr. Chris Foley, the Labor candidate,
returned last evening from a two weeks’
campaign in the Boundary country, which
was completed by an address delivered
at Nelson on Tuesday and one at Trail
last might. The meeting at Nelson was
perhaps the most enthusiastic, as the
theatre, in which it was held, was packed,
galleries and all, and the audience was
very demonstrative. The meeting at Trail
last 'evening, while not so demonstrative,
was characterized by the close attention
which nearly every One in the audience
gave to the different speakers.

Mr. Foley, in summing up the prob-
abilities for his election said: ‘“After
having thoroughly canvassed the whole
riding, with the exception of the Cariboo
district, I feel confident of receiving a
large majority. My reasons for thia are
briefly as follows: I feel absolutely cer-
tain, or nearly so, of securing the entire
vote of organized labor in the comstita-
ency which constitutes about 50 per cent.
