London, Dec. 24.—The honors list
issued last night includes five officers
of the Canadian Expeditionary Force
and one of the Newfoundland Regi-
ment who are appointed companions
of the Distinguished Service Order.
Their names and the deeds that gain-
ed their awards are:

Lieut.-Col. Victor Wentworth Od-
lum, 7th battalion, for conspicuous
ability and energy. He personally
superintended the arrangement for a

London, Dec 22—Lord* Robert Ce-
cil’s speech was in the nature of a
general defence of the Foreign Oi-
fice. He denied rumors of dissension
in the Cabinet, of dissensions among
the allies and of pro-German inilu-
ence in the Foreign Office. ~He an-
nounced that the Foreign office would
shortly issue a white paper stating the
principles on which the British block
ade of Germany is based.

“Until the resignation of omne or
more members of the Cabinet,” hte
said, “everyone is bound to accept the
view that it is united on the matn
lines of its policy. As to the unity of
the allies, they have carried on the
war in a manner which, if one con-
siders history, is a really unexamplec
performance of unity.

“Suggestions have recently been
made in various forms that someone
in the Foreign Office is in the pay ot
Germany, or, at least, is pro-German.
This is a grotesque and serious
charge. It shows that there are some
people who are unable to stand the
strain of war, and become mere hys-
eterical neurotics. When things are
not going right for the moment, such
people think the proper course is to
turn on the men who are trying t»
serve their country and shout, “Trait-
or, traitor!”
