The Boers miade an ineffectual stand
at Bosch Rand and had elaborate inm-
trenchments in front of Kroonstad,
which offered great facilities for a
rear-guard action. Their only anxie-
ty, however, appears to have been t 3
get away safely with all their guns\
and convoys, which again they have
surcessfully acgomplished. The few
stores they were unable to carry away
they burned. ’

BOER FORCES INTACT.

President Steyn is represemted as
having been frantic with rage, and as
having kicked and cuffed the burghers
after vainly imwploring them: to con-

Lord Roberts, after a wmreh which
