TO QUEENS LIBERALS.
It is generally conceded by those who 

ought to know, thst the usurper of Mr. 
King's seat will resign, either before or 
immediately after prorogation, and will 
again offer as a candidate. We may, 
therefore, expect another election in 
Queen's this summer, jand 
advise the liberals of that county to 
make immediate preparation for a con­
test To perfect their organization, and 
draft a plan for campaign work, is their 
present duty. There is nothing gained 
by delaying such work, and there is 
much of advantage lost Our friends in 
that county should anticipate a strenuous 
effort on the part of the tories to capture 
the constituency. There is no doubt 
that such effort will be made. Beside 
the corrupting influences of tory ism, 
there will be brought into service the 
stump orators of the government, whose 
special duty seems to be to deceive and 
mislead the people. This must be offset, 
and provision for it should be made at

In connection with the corrupt influ­
ences sure to be introduced into the 
contest, we venture to make a few pre­
dictions: That Judge Steadman will not 
be continued in the position of revising 
barrister for Queen’s ; that soma one of 
the character of Dunn will be appointed 
to manipulate the lists to the great ad­
vantage of the tories. That Baird will 
see to it before resigning that he has 
authority to make many promises of 
public works for the county—promises, 
of course, never to be fulfilled. That he 
will secure, solely to influence his elec­
tion, the use of a dredge for the Grand 
Lake and thereabout* till after the con­
test. That the government will make 
the pretense of granting a subsidy for a 
line of railway from Gagetown to Wels- 
ford.

If liberals will bestir themselves, and 
prepare to meet the canvasses and cor­
rupt influences of the tories, their candi­
date and their cause will be in no danger 
of defeat at the hands of the electors ot

The Toronto Globe says that Baird will 
likely retain Mr. King’s seat for the pres­
ent parliament, but in this we have good 
reason to believe the Globe to be giving 
ear to the more unlikely possibility. Re­
ferring to Mr. Baird, the Globe says:—

“The name of Baird ought to become 
as famous as that of Captain Boycott. 
A party successful bv fraudulent election 
practices may brag of having 
‘bairdsd’ their opponents. ‘To baird' a 
constituency will be to disfranchise it by 
an outrage. The robbing of a chosen 
memb( r by a scoundrelly conspiracy will 
be ‘bairding* him. We congratulate the 
Re turning-officer's representitive on the 
probability that he has enriched the ver­
nacular. Such fame comes of prostitu­
ting himself to his party leaders.

Mr. Baird was shocked when the de­
cision of his constituent was announced. 
He declared that he would not anbmit 
himself to the degradation of sitting as 
member for Dunn. But his masters 
knew him better than he knew himself. 
They told him he must serve their pur-

Kie, and, after some protest, he let them 
ve their will of him. It would be too 
much to suppose that he will now bring 

forth fruit meet for repentance. By 
resigning after what has passed he would 
deprive the House and the Galleries and 
the public of a cynosure. By all means 
let him continue to sit for the Return­
ing officer. Why not? Many of his col 
leagues represent nothing but the Gerry­
mander, others nothing but the Revising 
barrister, others nothing but the bribery 
ftmd. He will serve all these gentlemen 
excellently by retaining a large share of 
attention as the representative of the 
boldest and most impudent of Tory 
methods for overriding the popular will. 
Even Mr. Montague may feel some-what 
at ease while the House retains its Baird."

Campbell ton wishes the representative 
to be selected from one of its representa­
tive men.

SIR JOHN OFFENDED.
The independent stand taken by Mr. 

Patterson, of Essex, in voting as a sense 
of right dictated in the matter of the 
Queen's election scandal, does him 
honor. It has, however, dissatisfied his 
tory constituents, and has displeased Sir 
John. The moment a man begins to act 
from principle, that moment he has in­
curred the displeasure of the tory chief. 
Flexibility in a follower is not enough to 
suit the wishes of Sir John, a putty-like 
consistency is necessary in order to make 
one useful and serviceable m the tory

Mr. Patterson's tory constituents, it is 
understood, feel so hurt at their repre­
sentative’s honorable action, that they 
are seriously thinking of asking him to 
resign hie seat If they take such a 
step, it ie not improbable that he will 
resign, so conscientious is his nature. 
He would, however, doubtless, be re­
turned, and would go back strengthened 
and ready at all times to do what he 
conceived to be right

What a lack of individuality have the 
lories ot Essex shown in this matter. 
They know that the Queen's county case 
is a blot upon the political history of 
Canada, but their idol calls for their sup­
port, and they must give it, let the right 
go where it may. Adherence to Sir John 
ia their principle, their guiding star. 
Individuality is sunk out of sight. No 
tory need go to parliament, and expect 
to be anything, unless he does precisely 
as Sir John dictates. Mr. Patterson 

in his seat in parliament, doubtless 
realizes the truth of the Scottish bard’s 
epigram

“Whoe’er he be that sojourns here;

Speaking of Dunn, the Globe remarks : 
“ It is suggested thst when returning- 
officer Dunn appears to make his expla­
nations, the tory members of the house 
should show their regard for another im­
portant precedent in the Bothwell case 
and by presenting him with a gold watch 
place him on an equal footing with Mr. 
Stephens.”

The seed grain distributed amongst

THE VACANT BEAT.
Our Dalhousie correspondent writes 

that Mr. George Moffett, brother of the 
late representative,has, at the solicitation 
ef the government and a large number 
of conservatives, consented to be the 
conservative candidate at the approach­
ing election. As we stated in a recent 
issue Mr. Moffett will make a strong run, 
though we scarcely thought that he would 
allow himself to be put in nomination. 
Mr. McAllister and Mr. Wm. Murray, M 
P P, are spoken of as candidates. Mr. 
Moffett’s candidature will not be pleasing 
to the people of Campbellton, as Resti- 
gouche has always been represented by a 
resident of Dalhousie. Campbelltoa is 
the larger and more important town. 
There has long been a rivalry between 
the two places. Dalhousie has certainly 
fared better at the hands of its represen­
tative than Campbellton has done. Hsd 
the representative been a resident of the 
latter town, the machine shops, which 
gave employment to so many men, would 
scarcely have been removed and the 
public works which Reetigouche has eb- 
tained would not all have been given to 
Dalhousie. We do not wonder that

O’Brien arrived in New York on Mon­
day, and on Tuesday left lor Montreal.

PARLIAMENT.
Ottawa, May 10—In the house of 

commons this afternoon, during routine, 
Mr. Kenny introduced a bill incorporat­
ing the Halifax and West India Steam­
ship Company.

Messrs. Welsh and Bowman called at­
tention to their pairs of the previous 
night, and Mr. Bowman said that if he 
had been in Mr. Carling’s place he would 
not have voted. Mr. Carling, under the 
taunt, asked leave to withdraw his vote, 
which reduced the government's majority 
to 29. But Speaker Ouimet ruled that 
this would involve changea in the printed 
journals of proceeding, and set a bad 
precedent. The matter then dropped.

Hon. Mr. Foster introduced a bill 
amending the act respectiag sick and 
distressed mariners. He explained that, 
by an error in the revised statutes, the 
benefits of this act were applied to fish­
ermen, and this bill proposed to take 
these accidental benefits away. The bill 
waa read a first time.

Mr. Weldon asked when the writ for 
Reetigouche was issued, and what were 
the dates.

Hon. Mr. White (of Cardwell) replied 
that nominations will take place on the 
21st inst. and polling on the 28th inet.

The Government bill was introduced 
respecting the Oxford A New Glasgow 
railway, aud the government bill amend­
ing the railway act was read a thiiff time.

A number of returns were then moved 
for. One of these, by Mr. Wilson (of 
East Elgin), respecting the claim of a 
volunteer of the rebellion of 1837 for com­
pensation, led to a stirring debate. The

proposal that volunteers who helped sup­
press the rebellion in Upper and Lower 
Canada in 1837 should be compensated, 
waa bitterly attacked by English and 
French members, who boldly claimed 
that it was the so-called rebels, as the 
true saviours of the country and cham­
pions of constitutional government, who 
should be rewarded. The French mem­
bers denounced the volunteers of 1837 
in strong language, and one member ap­
plauded the course of parliament in 
erecting a monument outside the house 
of commons to 8ir George E. Cartier, 
who once had a price set on his head as

Sir John Macdonald said that the very 
turn taken by the debate showed bow 
dangerous it wae to the peace of the 
country to refer to troubles of 50 years 
ago even now, and he deprecated an 
agitation for compensation so far as the 
dominion authorities were concerned, 
The matter then dropped.

Mr. Weldon, of St. John, then directed 
attention to the circumstances that the 
report of the committee on privileges 
and elections did not contain amend­
ments and resolutions rejected by the 
committee in connexion with the Queens 
county election case.

After some discussion, Mr. Girouard, as 
chairman of the committee, asked leave 
to withdraw the report so that it could l»e 
amended by inserting these rejected 
amendments, and on motion this waa 
agreed to and the house adjourned 
at 5.50. ______________

REV. T. DEWITT TALMAGE.

He Preaches to Hie Congrega­
tion on ‘-Telling it to 

Jeans.”

The Grief of John Baptist’s 
Disciples — Tell Jeans of 

Sin—Of Temptation—
Of Slander, eto.

Brooklyn, May 8—At the Tabernacle 
this morning the text of Rev. T. DeWitt 
Talmage, D. D., was:—“And His disci­
ples went and told Jesus."—Matthew xiv. 
12. He said: An outrageous assassi­
nation had just taken place. To appease 
a revengeful woman, King Herod ordered 
the death of that noble, self-sacrificing 
Christian, John the Baptist. The group 
of the disciples were thrown into grief 
and dismay. They felt themselves ut­
terly defenceless. There waa no author­
ity to which they could appeal, and yet 
grief must always find expression. If 
there be no human ear to hear it, then 
the agonized soul will cry it aloud 
to the wind and the woods and the waters. 
But there was an ear that was willing to 
listen. There is a tender pathos, and at 
the same time a most admirable picture, 
in the words of my text, “They went and 
told Jesus." I commend the brhavior 
of these disciples to all those in this 
audience who are sinful and uapardoned. 
There comes a time in almost every 
man’s history when he feels from some 
source that he has an erring nature. The 
thought may not have such heft as to 
fell him. It may be only like

THE FLASH IN AN EVENING CLOUD
just after a very hot summer day. One 
man to get rid of that impression will go 
and pray ; another will stimulate himself 
by ardent spirite, and another will dive 
deeper in secularities. But sometimes a 
man cannot get rid of these impressions. 
The fact is, when a man finds out that 
bis eternity is poised upon a perfect 
uncertainty, and that the next moment 
his loot may slip, he must do something 
violent to make himself forget where he 
stands, or else fly for refuge.

If there are any here who have resolved 
that they would rather die of this 
awful* cancer of sin than to have the 
heavenly surgeon cut it out, let me say, 
my dear brother, you mingle for yourself 
a bitter cup. You fly in the face of your 
everlasting interests. You crouch under 
a yoke and bite the dust when this mo­
ment you might rise up a crowned oon- 
querer. Driven and perplexed and haras­
sed as you ’have been by sin, go and tell

“Ob," but you aay, “ instead bf curing 
my wound, you want to make another 
wound, namely that of conviction I” 
Have you never known a surgeon to 
come and find a chronic disease, and 
then with sharp caustic bum it all out? 
So the grace of God ooruea to the old 
sore of sin. It has long been rankling 
there, but by Divine grace it Is burned 
out through these fires ef conviction, 
“the flesh of a little child “where sin 
abounded, grace much more aboundeth.” 
With the ten thousand unpardoned sins 
ot your life, go and tell Jeaua. You will 
never get rid of your sins in any other 
way, and remember that the broad invi- 
tition which I extend to you will not al­
ways be extended.

Again I commend the behavior of the 
disciples to all who are tempted. I have 
heard men in mid-life say they have 
never been led into temptation. If you 
have not felt temptation it is because 
you have not tried to do right.

No man has finally and forever over­
come temptation until he has left the 
world. But what are you to do with these 
temptations? Tell everybody about them? 
Ah, what a silly man you would be ! As 
well might a commander in a fort send 
word to the enemy which gate of the 
castle is least barred, as for you to go and 
tell what your frailties are, and what your 
temptations are. The world will only cari­
cature you, will only scoff at you. What 
then must a man do? When the wave 
strikes him with terrific dash shall he 
have nothing to hold on to? In this con­
test with “the world, the flesh and the 
devil,” shall a man have no help, no coun­
sel?

Our text intimates something different. 
In those eyes that wept with the Beth­
any sisters I see shining hope. In that 
voice which spake until the grave broke 
and the widow of Nain had back her lost 
son, and the sea slept, and sorrow stu­
pendous,

in that voice I hear ths command and 
the promise “Cast thy burden on the 
Lord and He will sustain thee." Why 
should you carry your burden any 
longer ? Oh, you weary soul, Christ has 
been in this conflict. He says “My 
grace is sufficient for you. You shall not 
be tempted above that you are able te 
bear.” Therefore, with all your tempta­
tions, go as these disciples did, and tell

gain, I commend the behavior of the 
disciples to all those who are abused and 
slandered and persecuted. When Herod 
put John to death, the disciples knew 
that their own heads were not safe. And 
do you know that every John has a

All those who have served Christ, how­
ever eminent, have been maltreated at 
some stage of their experience. You

know it was so in the time of George 
Whitfield, when he stood and invited 
men Into the Kingdom of God. What 
did the learned Doctor Johnson say of 
him? He pronounced him a miserable 
mountebank. IIow was it when Robert 
Hall stood and spoke as scarcely any un­
inspired man ever did speak of the 
glories of Heaven? And as he stood 
Sabbath after Sabbath preaching on these 
themes his face kindled with the glory. 
John Foster, a Christian man, said of this 
man :—“Robert Hall is only acting, and 
the smile on his face is a reflection of his 
own vanity." John Wesley turned all 
England upside down with Christian re­
form, and

TRT THE PUNSTERS WERE AFTER HIM,

and the meanest jokes in England were 
perpetrated about John Wesley. What 
is tiuo of the pulpit ie true of the pew, it 
is true of the street, it is true of the shop 
and the store. All who will live godly in 
Christ Jeaua must suffer persecution.

And I set it down as the very worst 
sign in all your Christian experience if 
you are, any of you, at peace with all the 
world. The religion of Christ is war. It 
is a challenge to “ the world, the flesh 
and the devil," and if you will buckle on 
the whole armor of God you will find a 
great host disputing your path between 
this and heaven. But what are you to 
do when you are assaulted and slandered 
and abused, as I suppose nearly all of 
you have been in your life? Go out and 
hunt up the slanderer? O, no, silly 
man ! While you are explaining away a 
falsehood in one place, fifty people will 
just have heard of it in other places.

■ I counsel you to another course. 
While you are not to omit any opportun­
ity of setting yourselves right, I want to 
tell you this morning of one who had the 
hardest things said about Him, whose 
sobriety waa disputed, whose mission was 
scouted, whose companionship was de­
nounced, who was pursued as a babe and 
spit upon as a man, who was howled at 
after he was dead. I will have you go 
unto Him with your bruised soul, 
some humble, child-prayer, saying: “1 
see Thy wounds—wounds of head, 
wounds of feet, wounds of heart. Now, 
look at my wounds, and see what I have 
suffered and through what battles I am 
going, and I entreat Thee, l>y those 
wounds of Thine, sympathise with me." 
And He will sympathise and He will 
help. Go and tell Jesus. Again: I com­
mend the behavior ot the disciples to all 
who may have been bereaved. How 
many in garb of mourning? If you 
could stand at this point where I am 
standing and look upon this vast audi­
ence, how many signals of sorrow you 
would behold. God has His own way of 
taking apart a family. We must get out 
of the way for coming generations. We 
must get otf the stage that others may 
come on, and tor this reason there is a 
long procession reaching' down all the 
time into the valley of shadows.

This emigration from time into eternity 
is bo vast an enterprise, that we cannot 
understand it. Every hour we hear the 
clang of the sepulchral gate. The sod 
must be broken. The ground must be 
ploughed tor resurrection harvest. 
Eternity must be peopled. The dust 
must press our eyelids. “It is appointed 
unto all men once to die.” This emigra­
tion from time into eternity keeps three- 
fourths of the families on earth in deso­
lation. The air is rent with farewells, 
and the black teaselled vehicles of death 
rumble through every street.

Long days and nights of suffering that 
wear out the spirit, and expunge 

THE BRIGHT LINER OF LIFE, 

and give haggardness tp the face, and 
draw the flesh tight down over tho cheek 
bone, and draw dark lines under the 
sunken eye, and the band is tremulous, 
and the voice is husky and uncertain, 
and the grief is wearing, grinding, ac­
cumulating. exhausting.

Now, what are such to do I Are they 
merely to look up into a brazen and un­
pitying heaven ? Are they to walk a 
blasted heath unfed of stream, unshel­
tered by overarching tree? Has God 
turned us out on the barren common to 
die? Oh, no I no I no I He has not. 
He comes with sympathy and kindness 
and love. He understands all our grief. 
He sees the height, and the depth, and 
the length and the breadth of it. He is 
the only one that can fully sympathise. 
Go and tell Jesus. Sometimes when we 
have trouble we go to bur friends and 
we explain it, and they try to sympa­
thise ; but they do not understand it. 
They cannot understand it. But Christ 
sees all over it, aud all through it. He 
not only counts the tears and records 
the groans, but before the tests started, 
before the groans began, Christ saw the 
inmost hiding-place of your sorrow, and 
He takes it, and He weighs it, and He 
measures it, and He pities it with an all- 
abaorbing pity. Bone of our hone. Flesh 
of our flesh. Heart of our heart. Sorrow 
of our sorrow.

Often when we were in trouble we sent 
for our friends; but they were far away; 
they could not get to us. Wo wrote to 
them, “Come right away,” or telegaphed, 
“Take the next train.” They camo at 
last, yet were a great while in coming or 
perhaps were too late. But Christ is al­
ways near—before you, behind you, with­
in you. No mother ever, threw her arms 
around her child with such warmth and 
ecstacy of affection as Christ baa shown 
towards you. Close at hand— nearer 
than the staff upon which you lean, near­
er than the cup you put to your lip, 
nearer than the handkerchief with which 
you wipe away your tears—I preach Him 
an ever-present, all-sympathising, com­
passionate Jesus. How can you stay 
away one moment from .Him with your 
griefs ? Go now. Go and tell Jesus.

It is often that our friends have no 
power to relieve us. They would very 
much like to do it; but they cannot 
disentangle our finances, they cannot 
cure our sickness and raise our dead; 
but glory be to God that Ho to whom the 
disciples went has all power in heaven 
and on earth, and at our call He will 
balk our calamities, and at just the right 
time, in the presence of an applauding 
earth and a resounding heaven will raise 
our dead. He will do it. He is mightier 
than Herod. He is swifter than the 
storm. He is grander than the sea. He 
is vaster than eternity. And every 
aword of God’s omnipotence

WILL LEAP FROM ITS SCABUARD,

and all the resources of infinity be ex­
hausted, rather than that God’s child 
shall not be delivered when he cries to 
Him for rescue.

Suppose your child was in trouble, how 
much would you endure to get him out? 
You would say, “I don't care what it will 
cost. I must get him out of that 
trouble.”

Do you think God is not so good a 
father as you ? Seeing you are in trouble 
and having all power, will He not stretch 
out His arm and deliver you ? He will. 
He is mighty to save. He can level the 
mountain and divide the sea, and can ex­
tinguish the fire and save the soul. N-»t

dim ot eye, not weak of arm, not feeble 
of resources, but with all eternity and 
the universe at II is feet. Go and tell 
Jesus. Will you ? Ye whose checks are 
wet with the night-dew of the grave ; ye 
who cannot look up; ye whose hearts are 
dried with the breath of a sirocco in the 
name of the religion of Jesus Christ, 
which lifts every burden, and wipes 
away every tear, and delivers every cap­
tive, and lightens every darkness, I im­
plore you now, go and tel! Jesus.

O ye who are tossed and driven in this 
world, up by the mountdns and down by 
the valleys, and at your wit's end, I want 
you to know the Lord God is guiding the 
ship. Your Father is on deck. He will 
bring you through the darkness into the 
harbor. Trust in the Lord. Go and tell 
Jesus. Let me say that if you do not, 
you will have no comfort here and you 
will forever be an outcast and wanderer. 
Your death will be a sorrow. Your eter­
nity will be a disaster.

But if you go to him for pardon and 
sympathy, all is well. Everything will 
brighten up, and joy will com* to the 
heeit and sorrow will depart; your eins 
will be forgiven and your foot

WILL TOUCH THE UPWARD PATH;

and the shining messengers that report 
above what is done here will tell it until 
the great arches of God resound with the 
glad tidings, if now, with contrition am 
full trustfulness of soul, you will only go 
and tell Jesus.

But I am oppressed when I look over 
this audience at the prospect that some 
may not take this counsel, and go away 
unblussed. I cannot help asking what 
will be the destiny of these people ? So 
I never care whether it comes into the 
text or not; I never leave my place on 
this platform without telling them that 
now is the accepted time, and to some 
perhaps the last time.

Xerxes looked ofi on his army. There 
were two million men—perhaps the 
finest army ever marshalled. Xerxes 
rodo along the lines, reviewed them, came 
back, and stood on some high point, 
looked ofi' upon the two million men, and 
burst into teais. At that moment, when 
every one supposed he would bo in the 
greatest exultation, he broke down in 
grief. They asked him why he wept. 
“All," he said, I weep at the thought 
that so soon all this host will be dead." 
So I stand looking off upon this host of 
immortal men and women, and realize 
the tact, as perhaps no man can, unless 
he has been in a similiar position, that 
soon the places which knows you now 
will know you no more, and you will be 
gone—whither ? There is a stirring idea

ANOMALOUS MARRIAGE LAWS.

London Daily Nows.
In view of the deliberations of the 

Colonial Conference it may be useful to 
state the colonial case, and the serious 
grievance sought to be remedied. Mar­
riage with a deceased wife’s sister is 
legal in tho following colonies :—Canada, 
New South'Wales, Victoria, South Aus­
tralia, Tasmania, Queensland, Western 
Australia, Barbados, and Ceylon. For 
technical reasons, tho bills passed with 
the object of legalizing them in New 
Zealand and Natal have not received the 
sanction of the Ciown. As the Cape and 
in other colonies where the Roman Dutch 
law prevails, such marriages are, or were 
legal under dispensation from the civil 
authority; but, in deference to the pro­
hibition in England, this dispensing 
power is now rarely exercised. The 
domiciled residents of our European de­
pendencies are subject in this mutter to 
native laws which permit such rnar-

Throughout continental India these 
unions are legal for all classes except 
European Protestants, while in all the 
remaining colonies, though not in the 
strict letter legal, they are practically 
valid and incontestable. An exception 
occurs in the Channel Islands and the 
Isle of Man, where, owing to the right of 
jurisdiction possessed by the bishops of 
Winchester and Sodor and Man, o power 
exists ol nullifying such marriages in the 
Ecclesiastical Courts, only, however, dur­
ing the lifetime of both the parties, and, 
being jealously watched, this power is in 
fact never enforced. Virtually, there­
fore, with very slight exceptions, these 
marriages are valid in all parts of the 
Empire outside of the United Kingdom.

But as regards the letter of tLv law 
there arise out of the restriction in tho 
mother country the strangest anomalies. 
Thus, in the whole of the Dominion of 
Canada these marriages are recognised 
as legal, but in Newfoundland they are 
valid only. Precisely the same difference 
occurs as between the position in Barba­
dos and that in the surrounding islands, 
and so also between the law of Australia 
and that of New Zealand. From the 
same cause eminent jurists are about 
equally divided as to whether such a 
marriage, which is legal in each Austra­
lian colony, is legal in all.

The most serious aspect of the case, 
however, and that which constitutes the 
grievance to be submitted to-day, is that 
marriage of this kind, which have been 
distinctly sanctioned in various colonies 
by the Sovereign and her Ministers, are 
nevertheless not recognized in England. 
There are dicta of the late Earl Cairns 
and others implying the contrary; but 
these are only expressions of individual 
opinion, and as a matter of experience 
persons lawfully married in the colonies 
under imperial sanction are on coming 
to England treated as though no marriage 
at all had taken place. The Lord Cliaui- i 
berlain refuses them presentation to thu j 
Queen; they are liable to be charged ten J 
per cent, legacy duty instead of one; the , 
church denies them Communion as liv- [ 
ing in incest; and their children cannot in- : 
herit real estate. Several colonial par- j 
liaments have even taken the view that j 
the return to England dissolves the mar- j 
riage, and have in that belief specially j 
memorialized the Queen for an amend- ' 
ment of the law. In its present state it | 
cannot but be a prolific source of serious 
wrong. The grievance is a practical one, j 
the removal of which is easy, and puglit ; 
to he considered imperative.

NEWS CONDENSED.

Tinsley Bros, publishers, of London, 
have failed.

Despatches from Madrid say rumors 
ire current there that a party of filibus­
ters have lauded in Cuba.

The Spanish Chamber of Deputies by a 
vote of 209 to 50 has adopted a bill estab­
lishing trial by jury.

Two hundred houses have been des­
troyed by fire in the town of Nagykaroly, 
Transly vania. The castle of Count Karo- 
ly narrowly escaped destruction.

Cardinal Gibbons is much pleased with 
the Catholic workingmen's clubs in 
France, and it is understood he will re­
commend their establishment in the 
United States.

Queen Victoria's jubilee was celebrated 
in Teheran, Persia, Friday night with un­
wonted splendor. 1 he buildings of the 
British legation were splendidly illumi-

At the opening of the American exhi­
bition in London on Monday the Grena­
diers played the American and British 
national airs, after which Archdeacon 
Farrar ottered prayer. Lord Ronald 
Gower delivered an address of welcome 
and Sir Charles Russel replied.

Mgr Gaiimberti, who has just been ap­
pointed papal nuncio to Vienna, took 
with him an autograph letter from the 
Pope to the Emperor Francis Joseph. His 
mission is to arrange a difficulty which 
has arisen from the Pope’s granting per­
mission to the Slav clergy to revert to 
their own liturgy, which Austria consid­
ers a dangerous policy.

The Russian duty on iron and steel and 
on articles manufactured from iron and 
steel has been raised. The Government 
has taken steps on the western frontier 
to prevent the development of existing, 
or the formation of new, smelting and 
iron works using foreign material and 
employing foreign labor.

The daughter of the Marquis of Soto 
mayor, who is to wed Senor Canova Del 
Castillo, is a wealthy heiress and has for 
tbe past eighteen years been the belle of 
the Madrid salons. She is 37 years ol 
age. The Queen of Spain will bestow 
upon her the title of duchess on the oc­
casion of her marriage.

The Berlin Unterhaus on Saturday dis­
cussed the second reading of the bill for 
the division to districts of the provinces 
of West Prussia and Posen. Herr Von 
Puttkalepr, minister of the interior, de­
clared that the bill was of a purely politi-. 
oal character and aimed to strengthen 
the German element in the province and 
to maintain Prussia's integrity in the 
face of the increasing Polish agitation, 
the object of which was the re-establish­
ment of the kingdom of Poland. The 
House adopted a part of the bill, leaving 
several articles to be discussed on Mon-

John F Finerty has been appointed oil 
inspector of Chicago at a salary of $10,- 
000 a year.

A strange disease, resembling cholera, is 
raging along the Louisiana border. 
Several deaths have occurred.

The Sunday liquor law was strictly en­
forced tnroughout New York city on 
Sunday last. Beer, wine and strong 
drinks were not sold in any of the hotels.

The exchange of verbal assurances of 
peace between the German representa­
tive at Paris and the French Minister of 
foreign affairs does not effect the belief 
in official circles that war cannot long be 
averted. The situation in Alsace-Lor­
raine increases the difficulty daily. The 
frontier posts on each side have ceased to 
exchange courtesies, and a war is liable 
to break out at any moment. The po­
lice force in Alsace-Lorraine has been 
strengthened, and a special department 
watches French malcontents. Under 
this system arrests and expulsions are 
increasing.

The thirteen counties ot the upper 
peninsula of Michigan were all swept by 
the recent storm. In some rich pine 
fields the trees were mowed down like 
grass and millions of feet of pine were 
destroyed. Hardly a town or settlement 
escaped. Only three fatalities are report­
ed. The damage will reach $100,000.
