The British did 
not return the tire. The German farmers 
in Greytown district have rejected the 
Boer ultimatum which was to swear al­
legiance or leave their farms. They have 
defied the Boers to oust them from their 
homesteads. The Daily Mail publishes the 
following despatch from Pietermaritzburg:

An official communication from Lady­
smith dated Nov 18th. says that the gar­
rison is maintaining its position. A Boer 
force is reported to be in the rear of Bos­
ton, which is about a day’s ride from here.

Durban Nov. 21—The following advices 
have been received from the volunteers at 
Ladysmith dated November 16th. :—All 
the volunteers and police are well and 
there is a sufficient supply for man and 
horse. All was quiet here yesterday. 
The bombardment of the town is consider­
ed a trifling matter just now. We are 
anxious for news from the south.

New York, Nov. 21—The correspond­
ent of the Berlin Tageblatt in RomeJearns 
on good authority in Vatican circles that 
an influential group tried to influence the 
Pope against the British policy in South 
Africa. The Herald’s European edition 
makes this announcement and adds : “The 
Pope declined to follow their counsels, 
England had never given the church any 
ground for complaint, and because an an­
ti-British policy would check the move­
ment in favor of good relations with the 
Vatican and affect a number of eon ver­
sions.to Catholicism.

Cape Town,—Nov. 19.—A native run­
ner from Herschel, Cape Colony, reports 
that the Boers left the Cape at Aliwal 
North on temporary charge oî native 
followers, who bolted, taking with them 
a,-number of horses and rifles.

A Queenstown, Cape Colony, dispatch, 
dated Friday, Nov. 17, says communica­
tion is constantly interrupted by Boer 
incursions, but is restored as soon as 
interrupted.

London, Nov, 23—Although it is evid 
ent that the situation in Natal is again be 
coming alarming, nothing can be ascertain­
ed to allay public anxiety or curiosity.

Tac war office despatches are continu - 
ing to state mere results of a few casualties 
Muoi river was the scene of an engagement 
bnt no particulars are given. Special 
correspondents are only permitted to de 
scribe battle at Mooi river vaguely. One 
coi leapondent says that vr seven thousand

miles of Pietermaritzburg, but it is offi­
cially announced that no anxiety prevails.

General Joubert’s plan is apparently a 
daring attempt to defeat the British re­
lief column from Durban. General White 
is still defending Ladysmith. It is re­
ported that General Hilyard sent a mes 
senger to General White asking for as 
sistance. Some uneasiness is felt, but it is 
argued that if General Hilyard’s force had 
noc been strong enough to 
hold out, he would have 
been ordered to retire to Pietermaritzburg 
some time ago. Very little credence is 
given to the story.

Pretoria, Nov. 22.—In his latest re­
port, General Jaubert says :—I am cutticg 
off the retreat of the Estcourt troops to 
Pietermaritzburg and driving them back 
to Tursella river.

London, Nov. 23.—The Daily Mail

London, Nov. 24. 5. a. m.—A despatch 
from General Metheun indicates that he is 
fighting his way to relieve Kimberly. On 
Thursday at Belmont he met and defeated 
the Boers. This despatch is :—“Attacked 
enemy at Belmont at day brake this morn­
ing. The enemy held a strong position. 
Three ridges were carried in last attack. 
The infantry behaved splendidly and re­
ceived lots of support from the naval bri­
gade and artillery. Our victory ie eom- 
plete. We have taken forty Boers prison­
ers and have buried a great number of 
their dead.

A despatch from Kimberly shows that 
the place is yet safe and apparently it was 
never seriovsly menaced. It is now per­
fectly safe.

It is estimated that the British forces in 
South Africa amount to fifty four thousand 
men.

Cape Town Nov. 23—The military 
authorities have given permission to the 
Canadian contingent on arrival to march 
through the city which will be beautifully 
decorated and the day will be observed as 
a public holiday.

London Nov. 22.—The Daily Chronicle 
says, we learn on good authority that 
the cabinet has decided on a basis of settle­
ment in the South African difficulty. 
The details are not settled yet bnt it is 
believed that the terms of settlement are 
that South Africa be united to Great 
Britain and modeled after the plans of Cana­
da. It is certain that the British govern­
ment will accept no terms short of the oc­
cupation of Pretoria and Bloemfoùtein.

Mooi River, Nov. 23, 10 a. m.—The 
Boer guns began to shell the camp at 5 a. 
m. The British artillery is in position on 
high ground to the east, west and north of 
the station. The artillery duel was con­
tinued until eight, when it ceased for an 
hour. The Boers commenced at nine and 
dropped three shells into the camp. 
They are still firing at intervals, with no 
damage, although their aim is good. A 
patrol of Thorneycroft’s horse has returned 
from the direction of Rosetta and report® 
all quiet there.

London Nov. 24,—Meagre advices show 
that the victory at Belmont was decided 
and complete for the British arms. The 
strict censorship, however, prevents a 
definite account being obtained, but it is- 
believed that over five hundred Boer® 
were killed and wounded.

The Daily Mail publishes 
the following despatch from Belmont. 
—The Boers held a position which 
the British troops would have held 
a ainst almost any force. The British 
victory is complete. My estimate of the 
Boers losses is five hundred in killed and 
one hundred and fifty wounded. The 
position at Mafeking is regarded with 
anxiety, in view of the impossibility of 
Lord Methuen being able to relieve the 
town for some time to come. General 
Buller’s destination is kept a strict secret 
at Cape Town.

Durban, Nov. 24. The Natal Ad­
vertiser confirms the report of fighting 
near Willow Grange and says the British 
after leaving Estcourt on Wednesday 
afterncon for reconoissance, surprised the 
Boers. At 3 o’clock Thursday morning 
the British occupied the Boer position. AÏ 
day break, the Boers opened tire with 
quick fires. The British artillery were 
unable to reach the Boers, so evacuated 
tho position. Afterwards the artillery was 
brought into action and the Boers fell 
back. The British having accomplished 
their object returned to Esoourt.
