SUCIDE of A ST. JOHN MaN.—In the Boston 
“Herald” of Saturday last we find the follow-

Henry P. Landy, a sailor, who left London 
for New York in the ship New World on her 
last trip between those ports, committed sui­
cide by jumping overboard after having sought 
to end his life by cutting his treat with a razor. 
He was evidently insane, and his.conduct was 
so suspicious that a man was detailed to watch 
him. He was discovered immediately after 
cutting his throat, from which blood was flow­
ing freely, and the wound was sewed up by the 
first mate, who was hastily summoned. Des­
pite the utmost vigilance of those on board, he 
succeeded five days later in jumping into the 
sea while the ship was making nine and a half 
knots an hour, and was lost. In his chest was 
found a small blank book in which was written 
the following note.

THE question raised as to the competency 
of the Dominion Parlia ent to impose upon 
the Provincial Courts the duty of trying Do­
minion election causes, or to confer upon 
those Courts the power to try such causes, is 
of much importance. It was first raised by 

■ .Mr. Hodgins, Q.. C., in the Niagara election 
ease, and it has since been raised in several 
cases in Quebec, and in this Province. It 
was reported that Chief Justice Meredith, 
of Quebec, held that the Courts are compe- 
ent to try those election cases by virtue of 

the powers conferred by the Dominion Sta­
tute, but this was afterwards contradicted. 
It is reported, and apparently this report is 
correct, that Judge Sicotte, of Quebec, has 
decided that he has authority to try a case 
brought before him. The reason he is said 
to have given is that the full Court must 
have been satisfied of its competency when 
it made regulations for the conducting of 
such causes. This deals with the question 
not profoundly, but on the very surface. In 
Ontario the point has been argued before 
the full Court, and the Judges have taken 
tunc for consideration. The Confederation 
Act certainly does not give the Federal Par- 
liament authority to increase or alter in any 
way the jurisdiction of any of the Provin­
cial Courts in civil matters, and although 
the Federal Parliament has the power to 
create a Court for the trial of Dominion 
Controverted Elections, it is very doubtful, 

indeed, whether it has the power to declare 
that any of the existing Provincial Courts 
shall be the tribunal for the trial of such 
elections within- the respective Provinces. 
Sir John A. Macdonald, sharing this doubt, 
inserted in the Bill he introduced in 1873 
the following proviso :—

Provided the Lieut.-Governor of such Pro­
vince shall, by order made by and with the 
consent of the Executive Council thereof, have 
authorized and required such judges to per­
form the duties hereby assigned to them, and 
so long as such Order-in-Council shall be in 
force.

This, however, did not mend the matter 
in the least. Perhaps if such an Order-in- 
Council passed it would have the effect of 
compelling or causing the Judges to under­
take work which otherwise they might have 
declined, but it could not render them more 
competent to try such causes. No one will 
pretend that the Local Legislature could 
confer on any Provincial Court the author­
ity to try Dominion Controverted Elections, 
and this being the case no order of a Lieut.- 
Governor-in-Council could possibly supply 
any want of jurisdiction which existed after 
the passing of the Dominion Act of, Parlia­
ment. _-

THE “Sun” says:—
