HANDLING TOMATO CROP.

As the tomato Is a tender plant it 
is not set out until danger of frost 
is over, the time ranging from the mid­
dle of May in the warm-si- sections to 
the first week in June where frost 
comes laeer. Tomaeoes should be 
planted four or five feet apart olach 
way for field culture.

As cut-worms are often troublesome 
about the time the plants are set ont, 
poisoned bran in the proprotion of one 
pound Paris gr*en thoroughly .mixed 
with 50 pounds morsteneti and sweeten 
ed bran, should be at once scattered on 
the surface soil about the plants. The 
cut-worms will eat this and die.

After planting, the chisf work is cul­
tivation, which should be done both 
ways in the plantation. Some hoeing 
will also be necessary- The surface 
soil should be kept loose -from the day 
the’ plants» are s'lt out until they meet "
one another__W.
